Tuesday February 20, 2007

Mayor Swanson called the council meeting to order at 7:00 P.M. in the Mapleton City Council Chambers.

Pledge of Allegiance

All present stood and said the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

Consent Agenda

Councilor Schultz questioned the sign location for the library.  Administrator Woodruff explained the Zoning Board’s views.  

Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Schultz seconded to adopt the consent agenda as follows.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

Adopt Agenda

Restaurant Idea was added as New Business item H.

Town and Country Day update was added as New Business item I.

Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Donovan seconded to adopt the agenda with the additions.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.
Presentations

Mike Johnson – Insurance for 2007

Mike Johnson presented the 2007 Insurance Package Renewal Summary.  The insurance expense has increased approximately $10,000 due to increased exposures.  

Mr. Johnson discussed an article that appeared in the paper regarding the work comp for retired firefighters if they help out the fire department when shorthanded.  The retired firefighters would be covered if the city adopts a secondary roster of retirees for this situation.  Mr. Johnson recommended that a secondary roster be adopted and those listed would be covered for no additional money.  Councilor Schultz recommended the fire department come up with a list of those retirees who would be willing to help out if needed.  Councilor Donovan stated that the fire department does have mutual aid agreements with other departments.  Councilor Donovan suggested that the Fire Chief set up regulations for what the people on this secondary roster could do.  

Mr. Johnson discussed the sewer backup claim during the street project.  Councilor Schultz suggested that the city pay Mr. Borchart for damages and take the amount off of the contractor’s retainage.  Mayor Swanson thanked Mr. Johnson for attending.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to pay the Borchardts $2,798.93 in damages and reduce the retainage amount due Contractor’s Edge.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Donovan, Etherington, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.
New Business

A.  Resolution 15-2-07 Accepting Insurance Quote

Mayor Swanson read the Resolution.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 15-2-07 accepting insurance bid from M & M Insurance in the amount of $73,624.00.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Donovan, Etherington, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  
B. City Shop-Facility Committee Recommendation & MNDOT discussion  

The council discussed relocating the public works and police departments to the Solie Sales building.  They discussed the possibility of MNDOT assisting with removing the shop to increase the size of the school parking lot.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Treanor seconded to enter into negotiations with Stan Solie to purchase his building for a city shop and utilizing a third party for the negotiations.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

Councilor Donovan moved and Councilor Schultz seconded to have no parking on Highway 30 from at least Fourth Avenue SE to Highway 22 and enter into negotiations with MNDOT to purchase and remove the city shop for school parking.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.       

C. Resolution 12-02-07 Relay for Life

Mayor Swanson presented the resolution and talked about using the walking trail for Relay for Life.  

Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Donovan seconded to adopt Resolution 12-2-07 approving relay for life in city park.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Donovan, Etherington, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  Mayor Swanson stated that Mike Kunkel and his siblings have volunteered to donate the installation costs to install the park lighting in honor of their parents.  There was a discussion of recognizing the Kunkels for this donation during Relay for Life.  Councilor Schultz asked if the city has a standard letter of thanks and enclose a slip for donation for tax purposes.  

D. Resolution 13-02-07 Part time police in PERA  

Administrator Woodruff stated that this is done for every police officer that the city hires.  Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Schultz seconded to adopt Resolution 13-2-07 enrolling part-time officers Laramy Lawson, Taylor Martin and Jacob Hoehle into PERA.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Donovan, Etherington, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.

E. Resolution 14-02-07 Transfer of funds

Councilor Donovan moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 14-2-07 authorizing transfer of money to pay off the 1999 Street Improvement Bonds in 2007.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Donovan, Etherington, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.

F. Resolution 16-02-07 PBT Charge

Mayor Swanson read the resolution.  Administrator Woodruff stated that the police have requested this in the past.  Other cities charge for this service.  The council discussed a higher fee, up to the limit allowed by law.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Schultz seconded to adopt Resolution 16-2-07 approving a PBT testing fee of the maximum limit allowed by Blue Earth County per day for court ordered daily PBT testing.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Donovan, Etherington, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.

G. Change meeting date for March 6th

The council discussed changing the meeting date because Administrator Woodruff would be gone to a conference.  It was the consensus of the council to change the meeting to March 13, 2007.

H. Restaurant Idea

Administrator Woodruff presented the idea to open a restaurant in the Danielson building.  The council discussed the ideas.  Councilor Donovan moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to have Administrator Woodruff and Director Goldy pursue the restaurant idea.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

I. Town and Country Day update

Administrator Woodruff and Director Goldy attended the T&C meeting.  Administrator Woodruff presented an update of the planed events.  The T&C Committee is still going to have the Windmill do the beer garden this year even though they have a new owner.    

Miscellaneous

· Administrator Woodruff reported that the police car camera has been returned to the manufacturer because of interference with the police radio.  Chief Honsey has negotiated a full refund.  He is looking at purchasing a different camera system.  Councilor Donovan suggested that the police go ahead and order a new camera.  
· Administrator Woodruff reported that Ron Schultz is installing a new window for security purposes in city hall.  
Mayor Swanson adjourned the meeting at 9:13 p.m.
