Tuesday July 15, 2008

Mayor Swanson called the council meeting to order at 7:00 P.M. in the Mapleton City Council Chambers.

Pledge of Allegiance

All present stood and said the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

Consent Agenda

Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt the consent agenda adding zoning minutes.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

Adopt Agenda

Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Schultz seconded to adopt the agenda adding sidewalk update to old business and Resolution 51-07-08, Ordering Preparation of Report to new business.   All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried. 
Presentations

Glen Coudron presented and explained to the Council the proposed schedule of the Highway 30 project.  He also explained Resolution 51-07-08, Ordering Preparation of Report, to the Council.  Glen explained that this is a procedure that needs to be done in order to move forward.  Rolin Sinns presented the preliminary cost splits between the city and MnDot.  Councilor Schultz reiterated that the city is responsible for roughly $1,000,000 and MnDot is responsible for about $2,200,000.
Old Business

A. House on Lincoln St.
Administrator Woodruff has spoken with the realtor representing the house on Lincoln St.  According to the realtor, the house has been cleaned up and there is no signs of mold or animal smells.  Administrator Woodruff asked if Councilor Schultz would walk through the house with her so she could report back to the Council exactly what shape the house is in.  Councilor Schultz agreed to go through the house with Administrator Woodruff.
B. Fire Station bid-penalty
Administrator Woodruff explained at the last Council meeting the Council approved Resolution 44-07-08, Remodeling of Fire Station but the Council added a penalty  of $50.00 for everyday after completion date.  That penalty was not on the original Resolution.  Administrator Woodruff spoke with Kennedy & Kennedy and they stated you can not add the penalty at this point.  It would have to be known to the contractors giving bids on the project from the very beginning.
C. Smith Street overlay-length of assessments

Administrator Woodruff questioned how many years the Council wanted to put on the Smith Street assessments.  Councilor Schultz questioned what the average assessment was.  Administrator Woodruff stated $800 was an average.  Councilor Schultz thought 5 years would be adequate.
D. Dump Truck
Councilor Schultz explained at the last Public Works quarterly, it was discussed replacing either the grader or the dump truck due to age and the fact that they are starting to breakdown.  Public Works said to replace the dump truck and get rid of grader.  It was decided by the Council that more conversation is needed with Public Works to see what their needs really are and how the dump truck would be used and to discuss this further at the next quarterly.    
     E.  Sidewalk update
Administrator Woodruff has spoken with Steve Trio, contractor doing the sidewalks, he is requesting not cutting and piecing together First Ave SE.  The sidewalks will last longer if it is done all in one piece.  Administrator Woodruff also explained that the sidewalk in front of Don Shubert’s house, 200 First Ave SE, also needs to be repaired but that would put the City over the $5,000 budget by $200. Jeff Gartner, 203 Grove St, sidewalk is in bad shape as well and should be replaced at this time.  In addition, Dan Doering, 201 Grove St, sidewalk needs to be repaired due to the City digging up his sidewalk last year to get to a sewer line.  Administrator Woodruff is asking if these additions can all be done now, while the contractor is here doing the work already.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Treanor seconded adding the additional sidewalk work.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  
New Business

A. Resolution 49-07-08 Election Judges for 2008
Administrator Woodruff announced the Election Judges for 2008 are as follows:  Head Judge:  Administrator Woodruff, Judges:  Audrey Annis, Eric Oehlerich, Lori Prescher, City Assistant Glarner, and Deputy Clerk Olsen.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 49-07-08 approving Election Judges for 2008.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Treanor, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent: Donovan .  Motion carried.
B. Resolution 50-07-08 Sidewalk in front of Fire Station
Administrator Woodruff explained that the Fire Station has been remodeled to hold elections and the sidewalk needs to match up to the new door and be handicapped accessible.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Treanor seconded to accept bid from Trio Brothers Construction in the amount of $1,750.00 to fix the sidewalk in front of Fire Station.   Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Treanor, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.   Absent:  Donovan.  Motion carried. 
C. Storm Sewer line on Brian Court

Administrator Woodruff reminded the Council that this topic was tabled at the last meeting due to no easements on private property.  She explained that the Resolution is for the Public Hearing and if the public agrees to the project then the City will get the easements at that time.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Schultz seconded to approve Hearing on Improvement on Brian Court.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Etherington, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Donovan.  Motion carried.  
D.  MN Small Business Development-donotion request
 Administrator Woodruff said MN Small Business Development has requested a $1,000 donation.  Mayor Swanson asked Administrator Woodruff as an EDA staff member, would she recommend donating.  Administrator Woodruff agreed that donating would be a good idea, she had received help from them with a business plan for the restaurant.  She recommended $500 instead of $1,000.  Mayor Swanson agreed this would be a good investment.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Schultz seconded to donate $500 to MN Small Business Development.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Etherington, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Donovan.  Motion carried.   
E. Yard of the Month

      F.  Resolution 51-07-08 Ordering Preparation of Report
Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Schultz seconded to approve Preparation of Report.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Etherington, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Donovan.  Motion carried.

Administrator Woodruff told the Council that election filing ended on Tuesday, July 15, 2008 at 5 p.m.  John Treanor, Kevin Donovan and Alan Christians filed for Council.  Mayor Swanson filed for Mayor.
