Adopt Agenda

Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt the agenda with said changes:  under Old Business; move St. Andrew’s Court to a special workshop and add Gartner’s counter offer for pond area.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried. 

Presentations

Engineer Sinn started out by thanking Administrator Woodruff for her hard work on the assessments.  He continued by saying MnDot is working on final issues of the Hwy 30 project.  His concern right now is access routes for businesses that will be affected.   He explained that Protein Sources has on average 40 semi’s a day.  He supplied a map with suggestions on alternate routes and would like any feedback or other suggestions from Council.  He wants to give the businesses reassurance that their trucks won’t be stranded for hours during construction.  Engineer Coudron emphasized there will be a weekly e-mail on what roads will be closed with a suggestion for an alternate route to take.  Plus there will be someone on-call for traffic control.  Engineer Sinn’s also suggested the earlier the city can go out for bids, the city has a better variety of bids to choose from.  Administrator Woodruff explained that in order to go out for bids as early as possible, she needs approval from the Council that gives her and Mayor Swanson permission to sign the cooperative agreement prior to next council meeting.  General consensus was to allow Administrator Woodruff and Mayor Swanson to sign cooperative agreement Resolution 4-2-09 Approving MnDot Cooperative Agreement.  Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt Resolution 2-2-09 Approving plans and specifications & advertising for bids.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Christian, Donovan, Etherington and Swanson.  Absent:  Schultz.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.    
Old Business
A. St. Andrew’s Court-moved to special meeting.

B. Gartner’s counter offer for pond area.

Administrator Woodruff explained that the City Attorney made a counter offer to Leonard Gartner for $22,900 for his property.  Mr. Gartner requested $26,000.  Mr. Gartner had spoken to some the Council members individually regarding his property.  Councilor Donovan stated rather than dealing with Eminent Domain or Condemnation, the city is better off paying the $26,000.  Councilor Etherington agreed and stated the council doesn’t want to cause any hard feelings.  Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Donovan seconded to accept counter offer of $26,000 for Mr. Gartner’s property needed for the pond.   All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  

New Business

A. Resolution 2-2-09 Approving plans and specifications & advertising for bids.

Approved stated above.

B. Resolution 3-2-09 Final draw request from Contractor’s Edge.

Administrator Woodruff explained that Contractor’s Edge has submitted their final pay request for payment of work done on the 2006 Southwest Project.  Final payment will initiate the 2-year warranty.  

Councilor Donovan moved and Councilor Etherington seconded Final draw request in the amount of $125,611.51.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Christain, Donovan, Etherington and Swanson.  Absent:  Schultz.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.    

C. Klein bill for police office.

It was determined to pay all but $1,000 of Jason Klein’s bill for retainage of work that needs to be done in the spring.
