New Business

A. 2009 Budget – Resolution 59-09-08
Administrator Woodruff explained that after the preliminary budget is approved, the budget could be lowered but not increased.  This is the lowest proposed budget in several years.  The council questioned if the $12,000 increase for the public works capital outlay was necessary.  Councilor Schultz was confident that this amount could be lowered after the budget was discussed with the public works department.  Mayor Swanson asked if the budget for curb and gutter repairs could be lowered.  Councilor Schultz answered that it is a good budget.  He felt that the only two areas that could possibly be lowered are the curb and gutter repairs and the public works capital outlay.  Councilor Schultz felt that it would be reasonable to decrease the curb and gutter repairs by $5,000 to $15,000 and do the repairs over a three-year period.  He also hoped to bring down the public works capital outlay to an $8,000 increase.  Councilor Donovan stated that the amount budgeted for Ditch 57 may not even be used this year and could possibly be taken out of the budget.  Councilor Schultz suggested the council approve the proposed budget at a six percent increase since it will be lowered later.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Treanor seconded to adopt Resolution 59-09-08 approving the proposed budget and tax levy.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Donovan, Etherington, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.
B. Resolution 60-09-08 TNT Hearing Dates
Mayor Swanson explained this would be where the citizens would be able express their opinions and concerns.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Schultz seconded to adopt 
Resolution 60-09-08 TNT Hearing Dates set for Tuesday, December 2, 2008 at 7 p.m. and the second, if needed, Tuesday, December 16th, 2008 at 7 p.m.    Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Treanor, Donovan, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.   Motion carried. 

Miscellanous

Administrator Woodruff stated the appraisal for the city shop came in at $105,000.  MnDot should credit the city $105,000 for the building and then the city will sell it to the school.
The fire station needs to be re-keyed, Councilor Donovan said it has been atleast 8 years since it has been re-keyed.  A decision needs to be made whether or not the fire station will be rented out or not, that will make a difference on how the city re-keys.

It was also discussed replacing the current tv at the fire station, which was donated to begin with, with 2 wall mounted tv’s.  It needs to be determined what size is most appropriate.

Ron Schultz has submitted his final bill for the fire department work.  There was an additional cost of $520.00 for two ceiling fans and changing the vinyl case board to an oak baseboard.
Councilor Donovan asked if the city could use 96 gal. curbies instead of adding a cement slab at the new shop for the current dumpster.  Administrator Woodruff will see if that is an option.

If the city does not rent out the fire station, the city may ask the Town and Country Board to hold their meetings at the library instead of the fire station.

The city was being charged monthly $15.34 for the street lights where the demo derby is held, so the lights have been locked out until it is time for the demo derby again.  Councilor Donovan asked if the lights at Heritage Park could also be locked during the winter months.  Administrator Woodruff will check with City employee Larry Johnson, Parks Department to see if that can be done. 

Clean up day is Saturday, September 13 instead of Friday, September 12.  Waste Management requested the change.

Vic Swenson’s auction is Saturday. September 13th , a portion of Second Ave. will be blocked off for the auction.

Fire Department was called out at 10:30 p.m. to a hog facility fire on Sunday, August 31 and returned approximately at 4:30 a.m.  18 fire departments were called to this fire.

 The painter who painted the library ceiling was asked to come back and fix a few spots where old water marks had bled thru.  He will fix the ceiling within the next couple of weeks.  Administrator Woodruff stated Karl Klein was an incredible asset with helping get the library project done.
Mayor Swanson adjourned the meeting at 8:03 p.m.
