CITY OF MAPLETON 

SPECIAL COUNCIL MEETING

Monday June 21, 2010

Council Members present: Donovan, Schultz, Etherington. and Mayor Swanson.  Absent Christian.  Also present City Administrator Woodruff, Public Works employee Karmen Bartholomew and Holly Kaduce.   

Mayor Swanson called the council meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.

Public Works employee Karmen Bartholomew explained to the council that the
service line to Prairie Gold Seed broke last week.  This line was put in in the early 70’s. 

Seller’s Construction had tried to repair the line several times and the plastic

keeps breaking.  He has received two different options to repair this line. Mike Ramy owner of Prairie Gold Seed and Kaduce Tires can repair the line for an estimated cost from Seller’s Construction of $5,489.54 and the cost of the pipe which is approximately $1,200.  The other option is the city will put in a 6 inch water main and run two separate service lines. One to Prairie Gold Seed and one to Kaduce Tires.  The cost to the city would be approximately $14,385 for the work of Sellers Construction and an additional $3,600 for the pipe.  Holly Kaduce thought this would be the right way to fix the situation.  She felt for the long term of Kaduce Tires she would like to see a main put in and the two properties each have a separate service line.  Mayor Swanson said that the council does try to correct these situations when they are found so that each property has a separate service line.  Administrator Woodruff said that putting in the water main 

would require a public hearing to assess the properties.  She also stated a this time 

Mike Ramy owns both properties Prairie Gold Seed and Kaduce Tires.  Holly Kaduce stated that they were suppose to of closed on the property but have not done so due to Mike Ramy not having his abstract available.  Bartholomew stated that in order to put in the water main it would require an easement from Mike Ramy as the city does not own the property where the main would be located.  He said putting it in the State right-of-way would require permits.  It was the consensus of the council that the best situation would be to put in a 6 inch water main and have two separate service lines to Prairie Gold Seed and Kaduce tires.  Woodruff said that the assessment would be $3,412.00 for each property plus the cost of the service line from the main to the building.  They instructed Administrator Woodruff to contact Mike Ramy Tuesday to discuss this situation and explain that this would be the best option for both properties. Councilor Donovan said that if Mr. Ramy would not give the city an easement than Kaduce Tires should obtain one prior to the time of sale.  Kaduce would need access to water at all times.  It was stated by the council that whatever decision is to be done that the businesses need temporary water until this can be resolved.  They instructed Bartholomew to look into getting them some type of temporary water.  Bartholomew stated his concern of the semi trucks that go into Prairie Gold Seed and them running over a temporary line.  Councilor Donovan said that if Mr. Ramy gives us an easement onto his property it needs to be a big enough easement to allow the city to install a new sewer line if the need would ever occur.  Holly Kaduce questions how long a plastic service line would last if that was option Mike Ramy preferred.  Public Works employee Bartholomew said the plastic these days should last a good 40 to 50 years.  Public Works employee Karmen Bartholomew said that the city had considered putting in an 8 inch water main from Hwy 30 to Kaduce Tires as part of the Hwy 30 street project.  Kaduce asked why this was not done.  Bartholomew said it was the additional cost to the project.  He said it will be done sometime.  Kaduce asked if it was done would they redo the proposed water main they may put into now.  Public Works employee Karmen Bartholomew said no it would not be replaced. Mayor Swanson said that Administrator Woodruff needs to discuss all this with Mike Ramy on Tuesday and see how he wants to handle this situation.

Mayor Swanson adjourned the meeting at 6:25 p.m.
