Adopt Agenda

Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt the agenda.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.
Presentations

Mike Johnson- M&M Insurance, presented to the Council the changes made by the League of  to the City’s Insurance policy.
Colleen Lindemann – Town and Country Board, explained the current status of Town and Country Days.  They are considering changing the line up for the parade and are currently working with vendors to determine who will participate in Town and Country Days.  The T&C Board asked the city to sign a “non-compete” stating the city would not have a beer garden or any outdoor entertainment in order not to compete or take business away from the current beer garden vendor.  This topic was tabled due to the fact that Councilor Treanor was not present.

A.  Remodeling Fire Station Update

The city will be accepting bids for the remodeling of the Fire Station starting Wednesday, 02-20-08.
B.  Restaurant Bills

All bills were discussed regarding who is responsible for paying the bills.  It was determined that Token would be responsible for all bills concerning the operation of the restaurant and the city would be responsible for all bills concerning the maintenance of the building and equipment inside.  
New Business

A. Resolution 13-02-08 Insurance
Councilor  Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 13-2-08 accepting insurance bid from M&M Insurance.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Donovan, Etherington, Schultz and Swanson.  Absent:  Treanor  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.

B. Township/City Agreement
The township and the city entered into an agreement  in 1988.  The purpose of this agreement was the city would maintain the township road on Borchert Road from 8th Ave. Se to Highway 22.  The township would then maintain the city section of Borchert Road from Hwy 22 – 620 feet.   Colleen Lindemann requested the City plow and maintain the city road in front of her house.  She feels she should receive the same benefits as other residents within the city limits that are paying the same taxes as she is.  Her road is plowed at much later time that the City roads and is not maintained as well.  Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Donovan seconded to terminate Township Agreement of 1988 effective immediately.  The Council also requested the township pay for the 53 tons of rock put on the township road in 2007.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Donovan, Etherington, Schultz and Swanson.  Absent:  Treanor.  Nay:  None.  Motion carried.
C. SEH Engineering Firm 
Administrator Woodruff stated she has had other Engineering firms interested in working with the City with current or future projects.  Councilor Schultz expressed that you shouldn’t change from your current engineer in the middle of a project.  It was decided to go out for RFP’s (request for proposal) and that there will always be an RFP with future projects.
D. Mankato Social Host Ordinance

The Social Host Ordinance would make it illegal for a person to knowingly provide a venue for underage consumption of alcohol on the person’s property or within their residence.   The City of Mapleton supports the Mankato Social Host Ordinance and would like the County to make it a County wide Ordinance..  
E. Resolution 12-2-08 Reduce Retainage WW Blacktopping  
Councilor  Schultz moved and Councilor Donovan seconded to adopt Resolution 12-2-08 approving draw request number three for WW Blacktopping in the amount of $28/16.33 and reducing the retainage from 5.0% to 2.5%.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Donovan, Etherington, Schultz and Swanson.  Absent:  Treanor.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.

F. Renewal of Consumption and Display permit-Curling Club

Councilor Donovan moved and Councilor Schultz seconded to table the Renewal of Consumption and Display permit for the Curling Club until Administrator Woodruff could research the city liability since it is a city owned building.  All present voted in favor there of.  Motion carried.
