COUNCIL MINUTES

Tuesday April 6, 2004

Mayor Swanson called the council meeting to order at 7:02 P.M. in the Mapleton City Council Chambers.

Adopt Agenda

Miscellaneous was added as New Business item E.

Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Cox seconded to adopt the agenda with the additions.  All present voted in favor thereof.   Motion carried.

Consent Agenda

Councilor Cox had a question about the Bolton & Menk letter to MPCA.  Administrator Woodruff replied that the pumps were recalibrated and the pumping is much better now.

Councilor Cox asked about the Paul Smit loan payments.  Administrator Woodruff replied that he did not get all of his loan money at once.  He turns in bills for expenses and the city in turn writes him a check.  This was just an update on the balance left to be paid to him.  

Councilor Cox and Mayor Swanson commented on the cable costs.  Comments were made about the Victory Sports One Channel.

Councilor Cox asked if everything has been finalized with Brian Becker.  Administrator Woodruff replied that a final teleconference with the Misconduct Review Board still needs to take place.

Councilor Cox questioned an item on the Deputy Clerk Report.

Councilor Cox was pleased to see the liquor store receipts are up.

Mayor Swanson was glad to see the notice of Pay Equity Compliance.

Councilor Cox moved and Councilor Warner seconded to adopt the consent agenda as follows.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

Old Business

A) Resolution 16-3-04 Carpet for Library-Ben Scheidel

Ben Scheidel introduced himself and talked about the samples he had quoted for the library basement and council room.  Councilor Warner asked about the backing on the carpet or if there was any padding that could be placed under the carpet.  Mr. Scheidel calculated a quote for commercial carpet that has a padded back.  After reviewing all samples, Councilor Warner moved and Councilor Cox seconded to adopt Resolution 16-3-04 approving the carpet installation quote from Nationwide Floor and Window Covering in the amount of $1152 for the padded carpet.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Warner, Cox and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Johnson.  Motion carried.  

B) Resolution 17-3-04 Blinds for Library 

Administrator Woodruff commented that the curtains in the Library basement are in dire need of replacing.  The council discussed the different types of blind material and the prices.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Warner seconded to adopt Resolution 17-3-04 approving new blinds for Library basement from Home Depot for aluminum blinds at a cost of $37.96 per window.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Warner, Cox and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Johnson.  Motion carried.

New Business

a) Resolution 22-4-04 Donations 

Mayor Swanson read the resolution.  Councilor Cox inquired as to what the infrared camera will be used for.  Councilor Cox moved and Councilor Warner seconded to adopt Resolution 22-4-04 accepting donations from Heather Curling Club Charitable Gambling in the amounts of $5,000 for Town and Country Days, $2,800 for Heart Start Medical Equipment and $3,000 for infrared Camera for Fire Department.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Warner, Cox and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Johnson.  Motion carried.  

b) Resolution 23-4-04 Hiring Bartender  

Mayor Swanson read the resolution.  Councilor Cox asked if this individual was from town.  Administrator Woodruff replied that Liquor Store Assistant Supervisor Strehlo is comfortable with hiring him.  Cindy Duncanson is still out on sick leave due to her broken wrist.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Cox seconded to adopt Resolution 23-4-04 Hiring Jacob Weise as a bartender at the Municipal Liquor Store contingent on passing a background check.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Warner, Cox and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Johnson.  Motion carried.  

c) Resolution 24-4-04 Tennis Courts 

Mayor Swanson read the resolution.  Councilor Treanor questioned if the school knows about this since they need to pay for half of the cost per an agreement with them.  Administrator Woodruff replied that she had spoken to Superintendent Gillman and that he is fine with the low bid since they had budgeted $5,000 for this project.  Administrator Woodruff reported that C&H has worked on the tennis courts in the past.  Councilor Cox moved and Councilor Treanor seconded to adopt Resolution 24-4-04 approving the resurfacing of tennis courts by C & H Sports Surface in the amount of $9,215.00.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Warner, Cox and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Johnson.  Motion carried.  

d) Resolution 25-4-04 Rock Hauling

Councilor Cox asked if these people were going to be hauling the gravel to a stockpile or if they were going to be applying the gravel to the roads.  Councilor Warner noted that the city does not have room to store large piles of gravel therefore they are probably going to just haul it to the road that it needs to be applied to.  Administrator Woodruff noted that the city has not gone out for quotes for rock hauling in the past.  Tom and Mike Walter have hauled the gravel for the last several years.  Councilor Warner moved and Councilor Treanor seconded to adopt Resolution 25-4-04 approving the quote of Tom and Mike Walters in the amount of $3.42 per ton to haul gravel.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Warner, Cox and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent.  Johnson.  Motion carried.  

e) Miscellaneous

*Administrator Woodruff reported that Hoffman Concrete would fix the driveways of Craig Borchert and Gordy Maue.

*Administrator Woodruff sent a letter to part-time patrol officer Brian Woller about getting to work on time.  He is consistently late for work.

*Cheri Landsteiner had asked if the city would be willing to run a negative checkbook balance.  It was the consensus of the council to cover the negative balance as long as the city gets paid back for it in a timely manor.  The council also discussed charging Town and Country Days interest.  Administrator Woodruff will monitor it to make sure the negative balance does not get out of hand.

*The residents on Third Ave SW are interested in dust control for their road.  The city has not received notice from Ferrellgas yet as to how much the dust control will cost this year.  The residents of Third Ave SW also complained that Public Works Supervisor Bartholomew has graded the road two to three times this spring.  The council discussed that the gravel roads need to be graded in the spring.  

*A large chunk of sod at 203 Garfield St. SW and some around the corner on First Ave SW was removed during snow removal.  The city will fix the sod.

*Administrator Woodruff has received complaints that the property owned by John Klein inside the Drug Store fenced in area looks very junky.  The police asked if Jenkins Autobody should also be sent a notice along with Mr. Klein.  After some discussion, it was the consensus of the council to send all property owners inside the fence a courtesy letter asking them to clean up their property.

*Councilor Cox requested the public works department spray the weeds outside of City Hall.

Mayor Swanson adjourned the meeting at 8:08 p.m.
