COUNCIL MINUTES

Tuesday February 6, 2007

Mayor Swanson called the council meeting to order at 7:00 P.M. in the Mapleton City Council Chambers.

Pledge of Allegiance

All present stood and said the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

Consent Agenda

Councilor Donovan requested to talk about some of these items under Miscellaneous.  

Councilor Donovan moved and Councilor Schultz seconded to adopt the consent agenda as follows.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

Adopt Agenda

Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Donovan seconded to adopt the agenda with the addition of consent items under miscellaneous.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.
Presentations

Bridget Whitney – Joint Powers Agreement

Bridget Whitney presented information about Connect 4 and the current joint powers agreement that the city had with the Maple River Community Network.   She is looking at alternatives for long term funding.  Mrs. Whitney requested the city draw up a joint powers agreement with the school so that she could use their 501c3 status for receiving grants.  Administrator Woodruff stated that it would be better for the city’s insurance if the city had a joint powers agreement with the school rather than the Maple River Community Network.  The city attorney would need to draw up the paperwork and Connect 4 would pay for the expenses.  Councilor Schultz asked if the Maple River Community Network would still act as the Connect 4 advisory board.  Move to cancel the joint powers agree with the Maple River Community Network and form a joint powers agreement with the school pursuant to the school agreeing.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  Mayor Swanson thanked her for attending.    

Bonnie Klein – library donation, scholarship and sign by library

Administrator Woodruff and Bonnie Klein reported that the city received a donation from the Corinne Dietrich Revocable Trust in the amount of  $100,000 to be used for the library.  One of Mrs. Dietrich’s wishes was that a foundation be established with a portion of the interest to be used for the acquisition of nonfiction books.  Mrs. Klein proposed to put $95,000 into a foundation.  She is looking at installing a sign that would list the library hours.  There was a discussion about the sign.  Mrs. Klein would also like to establish two $250 scholarships in Mrs. Dietrich’s name.  There were discussions about getting the library on the National Historic Registry and restoring the original ceiling.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Donovan seconded adopt Resolution 11-2-07 to put $95,000 into a foundation and use $1,000 each year for scholarships, $1,000 for books and the rest to be identified as needs come up.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Johnson, Warner, Donovan and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.   

Mike Samuelson – Fire Department Lockers

Mike Samuelson presented his quotes for 28 new lockers.  He recommended purchasing the extra glove hangers.   

Karmen Bartholomew – one-ton truck

Public Works Supervisor Bartholomew explained the quotes that he received for a new truck and box.  He explained the need for the hydraulics.  There was a discussion about the repairs that are needed on the one-ton truck.  There was a discussion about the plow that would be purchased in the fall.  The council requested a price for a box liner.  The cost of the truck would be equally divided between the street, water and sewer departments.      

Old Business

a. Resolution 9-1-07 approving lockers for Fire Department

Councilor Donovan moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 9-1-07 approving lockers for the Fire Department from Clarey’s in the amount of  $4,777.00  including the additional glove hangers.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Donovan, Etherington, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.    

b. Resolution 2-1-07 one ton pickup

Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Treanor seconded to adopt Resolution 2-1-07 approving purchase of public works truck from Mankato Ford and Crysteel box in the amount of $37,168.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Donovan, Etherington, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.

New Business

A.  Resolution 10-2-07 SCDP Draw Request #10

Mayor Swanson read the resolution.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Donovan seconded to adopt Resolution 10-2-07 approving SCDP Draw Request #10 in the amount of $42,364.00.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Donovan, Etherington and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Abstain:  Schultz.  Motion carried.
B. Facility Board Update  

Judd Schultz reported that the school would put together an offer proposal.  Both the school and city facility boards took a tour of the shop.  The school is in the process of prioritizing their current building needs.  Councilor Donovan said that the school was surprised that there may not be any parking on Highway 30 after the project.  Councilor Donovan stated that the school is interested in working with the city for obtaining grants.  There was a discussion about the facility board needing to be proactive.    Mayor Swanson thanked them for the update.  

C. Workshop with engineer and MNDOT on Feb 13th
Administrator Woodruff reminded the council that Engineer Coudron would be present to talk about I/I issues.  Rolin Sinn would also be speaking to the council about the Highway 30 project.

Miscellaneous

· Administrator Woodruff reported that Keith McCutchen’s sprinkler system was damaged during the street project and Contractor’s Edge is not paying for the damage.  Engineer Coudron and Administrator Woodruff recommend that the city pay the bill and then argue it out with Contractor’s Edge.  Administrator Woodruff explained how the sprinkler system was damaged.
· Administrator Woodruff reported that if Contractor’s Edge doesn’t pay Roger Borchart for the sewer backup damages, he would sue the city and Contractor’s Edge.  
· Administrator Woodruff reported that snow has been removed from 15 residence’s sidewalks.  There has been one complaint about the snow removal fee.  Administrator Woodruff has talked to the Public Works department about making sure that the sidewalk around Proehl Park is cleaned.  There was a discussion about the snow removal ordinance.  
· Administrator Woodruff has been asked to be the Regional Vice President of MCFOA.  They pay for mileage and lodging expenses for the planning meetings.  Mayor Swanson felt that this was an honor.  It was the general consensus of the council to allow this.  
· Administrator Woodruff has received two quotes to install a security window for city hall.  Adjustments have been made to one of the plans and we are waiting to receive an updated quote.  Administrator Woodruff will have this ready for approval at a future council meeting.
· Councilor Donovan questioned the CD report.  There was a discussion about the length of terms.  
· Councilor Donovan asked how much we maintain in the checking account.  He asked if we need to have that much in the checking or if more should be invested.  Administrator Woodruff stated that as she gets the CD’s laddered, there would be less money in the checking account.    
· The council discussed the purchasing of pop for resale at the Liquor Store.      
· Administrator Woodruff reminded the council of the taser training.  
Mayor Swanson adjourned the meeting at 8:30 p.m.
