COUNCIL MINUTES

November 3, 2010

Council members Donovan, Etherington, Schultz and Swanson toured the wastewater ponds and lift station at 6:00 p.m. with staff members Bartholomew, Woodruff and Olsen.

Mayor Swanson called the council meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers at the Mapleton Fire Station.   

Pledge of Allegiance

All present stood and said the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

Adopt Agenda

Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt the agenda.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.
Department Reports

Public Works

Wastewater Operator Bartholomew reported Water Operator Johnson had been busy running the leaf vac.  The park bathrooms and shelter are closed for the winter.  I & S requested info about discharging for the Ditch 57 project.  Donovan asked about the dry pond by the cemetery.  Wastewater Operator Bartholomew reported a manhole brick was plugging up the manhole.  Mayor Swanson questioned the water tower overflowing.  Wastewater Operator Bartholomew reported that due to the valve problem at the filter plant, the pumps had to be run manually.  Water Operator Johnson currently has the valve working again so the replacement project has been put on hold.  Councilor Donovan asked when the water tower is scheduled to be cleaned.  Administrator Woodruff stated that Water Operator Johnson and herself met with a contractor today.  Repainting the water tower should be done in two years at an estimated cost over $100,000.  It is time to clean the inside.  Mayor Swanson thanked Wastewater Operator Bartholomew for the tour.

Fire 

Fire Chief Langworthy reported that October was a quiet month.  A couple of individuals were interest in the old pumper.  Mayor Swanson asked about the new recruits.  Fire Chief Langworthy reported that they are doing well and three of them have completed the first responder training.  

Mayor Swanson thanked all department heads for their reports and to keep up the good work.  

Unfinished Business

A. Refuse Contract update-letter to Waste Management  

Administrator Woodruff checked the contract and the city cannot send out request for proposals until January 31, 2011.  Councilor Donovan asked if the bid would be for either way with recycling.  Administrator Woodruff stated that is how it was done last time.  

B. St. Andrews Court timeline  

Councilor Donovan asked if Administrator Woodruff had received a response.  Administrator Woodruff stated that she has not heard from them.  She requested the televising tapes by November 1st.  She has not received anything from them.  Councilor Donovan asked if they have been contacted any other way besides email.  Administrator Woodruff will send them a certified letter about the public hearing.  Councilor Donovan felt that we should have some sort of proof that they received a letter from the city.  The council would like the Administrator Woodruff to send the certified letter right away.  Councilor Donovan asked if that can be assessed as a new street or if it is a reconstruction.  Administrator Woodruff stated that it is a new street since it has never been finished.  Administrator Woodruff asked if the engineers need to get involved.  Councilor Christian can put together quantities for what needs to be done.  He has talked with WW to come and give their opinion for what needs to be fixed.  Councilor Schultz felt this is a good timeline to move forward.  

New Business

A. Resolution 36-11-10 Lease Charitable Gambling Booth
 Administrator Woodruff reported that the resolution reads the same as previous except the lease will be perpetual unless terminated by either party with 30 days notice.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 36-1-10 authorizing city to lease the Municipal Liquor Store charitable Gambling Booth to the Mapleton Area Chamber of Commerce.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Donovan, Etherington, Schultz, Christian and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.

B. Yvonne Bergeman-subordination 
Administrator Woodruff reported that Yvonne Bergeman has a small cities loan and she is refinancing her property.  The city was in second and will still be in second position.  Councilor Schultz stated that most cities approve these if they are just a rate refinance.  Councilor Donovan moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to approve the subordination.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  

C. Jim Schull – parking lot repair and attorney fees

Engineer Sarff talked to Mr. Schull about the letter that he had sent to the city.  Engineer Sarff is trying to work out an agreeable solution for the blacktop.  If he can’t get past the parking lot issue, it will have to go to litigation.    

Miscellaneous

·   There were 553 voters at the election and all incumbents were voted back in.  

·   Councilor Etherington asked about the specifics on what they are doing to the ditch 57.  The groundbreaking ceremony will take place tomorrow.  

Mayor Swanson adjourned the meeting at 7:40 p.m.
