COUNCIL MINUTES

Saturday December 12, 2009

Members present:  Donovan, Etherington, Schultz, Christian and Swanson.    

Staff members present:  City Administrator Woodruff, Deputy Clerk Olsen, Police Chief Honsey, Water Operator Johnson, Sewer Operator Bartholomew, Officer Hagen

Mayor Swanson called the council meeting to order at 4:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers at the Mapleton Fire Station.

Administrator Woodruff presented a proposal to reduce the budget to a five percent increase.  This included the following:

· Cut four hours of weekend overtime for the public works employees to four hours of time to be taken off during the two week pay period (if possible) if not within the current calendar year.  

· Any overtime pay is taken as time off during the pay period.  If not, it will be comped and taken within the current calendar year.

· Reduce the on call pay from $2.00 to $1.00 per hour for the public work department.  

· Cut the fire station cleaning to once per month and the liquor store cleaning to once per week.  

· Beginning in 2010 lose any vacation that is above the carry over limit each year.  

· Re-allocate on call pay to 45% water, 45% sewer and 10% street.  

· Weekly cleaning at city hall would not be cut at this time.

· Do not cut part time police any further at this time.

· Leave part time administrative and park staff person in the budget and use only for priority work.  

Council members asked for clarification on some of the issues.  After discussion, it was the general consensus of all council persons except Councilor Donovan to put these recommendations into a resolution at the next council meeting.  

Councilor Donovan suggested not donating to the Leisure Center.  

Mayor Swanson adjourned the meeting at 4:35 p.m.
