COUNCIL MINUTES

Tuesday February 15, 2005

Mayor Swanson called the council meeting to order at 7:01 P.M. in the Mapleton City Council Chambers.

Members present:  Treanor, Johnson, Warner, Donovan and Swanson.  

Staff members present:  City Administrator Woodruff, Deputy Clerk Olsen

Others present:  Paul Smit, Pat Duncanson, Chris Arce and John Clark.

Consent Agenda

Councilor Johnson thanked Administrator Woodruff for the arsenic information that she had requested.

Zoning Minutes and Permits were added as Consent Item F.

Councilor Johnson asked when the water leaks were fixed because she noticed a drop in water pumping on the water pumping report.

Councilor Donovan questioned a bill.  

Councilor Warner moved and Councilor Johnson seconded to adopt the consent agenda as follows.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

Adopt Agenda

Administrator Woodruff noted that the letter from Bolton & Menk goes with the Pat Duncanson information.  

Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Donovan seconded to adopt the agenda.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

Presentations

7:05 Paul Smit-Screamin’ Eagle Grill

Mr. Smit thanked everyone for believing in them and apologized leaving the business the way that he did.  Mr. Smit passed on suggestions and offered advise for the future.  Mayor Swanson thanked him for coming and accepted his apology.  There was a discussion about the equipment list.  Administrator Woodruff stated that there would be an EDA meeting in the next two weeks to get it all figured out.  The council discussed paying off the county loan so that the city doesn’t have to pay as much interest.  It was the consensus to not pay off the county loan at this time.  Councilor Treanor asked if the EDA guidelines needed to be revised.  Administrator Woodruff stated that the policies were fine, but that the EDA was more lenient with this loan.  

7:30 Pat Duncanson-RePlat

Administrator Woodruff spoke with City Attorney Peterson and also with a League of Minnesota Cities (LMC) attorney.  The LMC attorney recommended that check valves be required on the sanitary sewer service lines for all buildings that are not slab-on-grade construction.  There was a discussion about the grading of the lots.  Administrator Woodruff recommended that there be a public hearing at the next council meeting for the re-platting.  Mr. Duncanson requested a list from the city of what needs to be done before the city will take over the street.  Councilor Donovan moved and Councilor Warner seconded to grant the request for council action to hold a public hearing on March 1, 2005 regarding the re-plat of Maple View subdivision.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  

Old Business

A.  Sewer Pumping Rates

Item was not discussed.

New Business

A) Resolution 16-2-05 Mower

Administrator Woodruff passed around pictures of the proposed lawn mowers.  She noted that Toro is based out of the cities and that John Deere service is more convenient.  Councilor Warner asked about other attachments.  There was a discussion about the brushes that the school has on theirs that they use on the sidewalks.  Councilor Johnson asked about the warranty.  Councilor Donovan asked why the current lawnmower needs to be replaced.  There was a discussion about where this lawn mower would be used.  Councilor Warner moved and Councilor Johnson seconded to adopt Resolution 16-2-05 approving purchase of park mower.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Johnson, Warner and Swanson.  Nay:  Donovan.  Motion carried.  

B) Resolution 17-02-05 Scoreboard

Mayor Swanson read the resolution.  The council discussed the service, the recommendation of the School Athletic Director and the panel.  Councilor Donovan asked what the remainder of the donated gambling funds would be used for.  Administrator Woodruff replied what other park expenditures are planned.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Warner seconded to adopt Resolution 17-2-05 approving purchase of scoreboard from Daktronics with the panel in the amount of  $3,879.00.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Johnson, Warner, Donovan and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  

C) Request for Council Action – Baton Class
Councilor Johnson asked what was decided with the park fee.  She felt that businesses should pay $25 each time that they use the park.  The council discussed the request.  Councilor Johnson asked about liability insurance.  Administrator Woodruff stated that the city is covered.  Councilor Johnson requested that Ms. Warmka sign the park shelter agreement.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Warner seconded to grant the request for park use and to charge $25.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  

D) Year End Budget Information

Mayor Swanson asked about an article that had appeared in the Free Press about the Liquor Store.  Administrator Woodruff explained that the article used 2003 numbers.  Administrator Woodruff stated that the information was unqualified until after the audit is complete.  She stated that the Liquor Store has done real well this year.  Administrator Woodruff gave a report on the server training that was held on Sunday.  Administrator Woodruff also commented that 96.4% of the property taxes were collected along with most of the delinquent utility accounts.  There was a discussion about the fire department budget.  

Councilor Donovan gave a summary of the Newly Elected Official Conference that he had recently attended.  

Mayor Swanson noted that the sidewalk in front of 207 Second Ave SE had risen up about two inches.  

Councilor Donovan asked about the sidewalk by the Hardware Store.  Administrator Woodruff is sending out four letters to those who haven’t complied yet from last year.  

Mayor Swanson adjourned the meeting at 8:28 p.m.
