COUNCIL MINUTES

Tuesday January 16, 2007

Mayor Swanson called the council meeting to order at 7:01 P.M. in the Mapleton City Council Chambers.

Pledge of Allegiance

All present stood and said the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

Consent Agenda

Councilor Donovan commented on the water and sewer pumping reports.  Administrator Woodruff suggested that the council members bring those reports to the engineer meeting to discuss I/I issues.

Councilor Donovan moved and Councilor Treanor seconded to adopt the consent agenda as follows.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

Added Duncanson’s subdivision to New Business item J.

Added staff issued to New Business item H.

Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt the agenda with the additions.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.
Presentations

Bill Goldy – EDA Director

Bill Goldy introduced himself to the council and explained his one-year plan.  The council felt that this was a good plan.  Mayor Swanson thanked him for his presentation.

Monte Eastvold – Northland Securities & Resolution 10-1-07

Monte Eastvold presented information about a crossover-refunding bond for the 2001 G.O. Bond.  According to his proposal, the city would save $20,363.87 by issuing the crossover refunding bonds.  Mr. Eastvold explained the resolution and the contract to purchase the bond.  The council discussed the information presented.  Councilor Donovan moved and Councilor Treanor seconded to adopt Resolution 10-1-07 providing for the issuance and sale of $570,000 general obligation crossover refunding bonds, series 2007A, pledging for the security thereof special assessments and levying a tax for the payment thereof.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Donovan, Etherington, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Treanor seconded to engage in the contract with Northland Securities.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  

Mapleton Fire Department – Lockers

Mike Samuelson explained the Fire Department’s need for new lockers.  The new lockers will allow more air circulation so the gear could dry properly.  There was also discussion about safety issues with the current lockers.  It will cost approximately $6,000 for 30 lockers.  It was the consensus of the council to obtain another quote for the lockers.  

New Business

A.  Resolution 3-1-07 Police Record to BEC

Chief Honsey explained that he obtained a quote to take all citations, evidence, records and permits to purchase to Blue Earth County.  The records would then be entered into a regional multi-jurisdiction system.  Chief Honsey recommended doing this because of liability issues.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Donovan seconded to adopt Resolution 3-1-07 approving reports, tickets and evidence be submitted to BEC Records at a cost of approximately $1,600 per year.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Donovan, Etherington and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Schultz.  Motion carried.

B. Resolution 4-1-07 SCDP Homeowner Loan  

Councilor Schultz explained the project and the need for the additional funds.  There was a discussion about the terms of the first $2,500 of the additional funds.  Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Treanor seconded to adopt Resolution 4-1-07 approving small cities development program project loan in the amount of $3,811.00.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Donovan, Etherington and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Abstain:  Schultz.  Motion carried.

C. Resolution 5-1-07 Replacement of Bucket on 5510

Administrator Woodruff reported that insurance would pay for everything except the bucket.  The bucket is in poor condition and needs to be replaced.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 5-1-07 approving bucket on 5510 at a cost of approximately $700.00.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Donovan, Etherington, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.

D. Resolution 8-1-07 Draw Request #8 Contractor’s Edge

Administrator Woodruff explained the situation with the rake.  It was the consensus of the council to not pay Contractor’s Edge for the amount previously deducted from a draw request for the rake.  The council discussed the haul road and retainage amount.  Councilor Donovan moved and Councilor Schultz seconded to adopt Resolution 8-1-07 approving draw request number eight from Contractor’s Edge in the amount of $3,485.38.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Donovan, Etherington, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.

E. Resolution 6-1-07 Approving SCDP Draw Request #9

Councilor Schultz explained the breakdown of expenses.  Councilor Donovan moved and Councilor Treanor seconded to adopt Resolution 6-1-07 approving SCDP Draw request number nine in the amount of $39,980.29.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Donovan, Etherington and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Abstain:  Schultz.  Motion carried.

F. Resolution 9-1-07 Approving lockers for Fire Department

Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Schultz seconded to table this resolution until two quotes are obtained.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  
G. Resolution 7-1-07 Hiring Part time police officers

Chief Honsey explained why he would like to hire the top three officers on the list pending background investigations.  There was discussion about the committed part-time position.  Councilor Donovan would like to see a work commitment from the part time officers because the city is paying for their training.  Chief Honsey talked about the joint training that is done with Amboy to save money.  Councilor Donovan would like to see a commitment from the officer if the city assists in purchasing their equipment.  Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Donovan seconded to adopt Resolution 7-1-07 approving part time police officers.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Donovan, Etherington and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Schultz.  Motion carried.
H. Clarification on payment for meetings & staff issue

Administrator Woodruff asked for clarification on how much board members should be paid for committee meetings.  There was a discussion about how much was budgeted for Zoning Board, EDA and Facility Committee.  After a discussion, it was the consensus of the council for council members to be paid $50 for each committee meeting and the EDA members would be paid $20 per meeting.  The facility committee will meet as often as needed with the police chief attending when discussing items that pertains to the police department.  

Administrator Woodruff explained an on-call situation.  It was the consensus of the council that the on-call time starts when the last person for the department punches out and ends when the first person punches in.  

I. Workshop with engineer and MNDOT on February 13th
There will be a meeting on February 13, 2007 to discuss I/I issues with the city engineer and the Highway 30 project with MNDOT.  

J. Duncanson’s subdivision

Pat Duncanson requested that the city plow St. Andrew’s Court.  Administrator Woodruff explained that it is still a private street and the items on the punch list have not been completed.  It was the consensus of the council to not plow the street until the punch list is complete and the street is turned over to the city.  

Mayor Swanson adjourned the meeting at 9:23 p.m.
