Adopt Agenda

Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Donovan seconded to adopt the agenda.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried. 
Presentations

Public Hearing – MNDOT project

Mayor Swanson opened the public hearing at 7:15 p.m.

Engineer Sarff started the public hearing by welcoming and thanking everyone for coming.  He stated that no numbers are determined for assessment fees yet.  Engineer Coudron gave a PowerPoint presentation of the project and tried to answer any questions or concerns asked by the public.  A lot of questions and concerns were directed to the “no parking” decision.  Some business owners and residence were upset with the no parking on Hwy 30, other business owners and residence agreed with no parking for safety reasons.  Other questions were directed to off-street parking, if boulevards and driveways would change.  Engineer Coudron commented that some residents will have special circumstances that will need to be handled individually.  By the end of meeting, the council still remains unanimous that Highway 30 will be no parking.

Old Business

New Business

A. Resolution 61-09-08 Delinquent Accounts Certify to Tax Levy
Councilor Donovan asked why some of the accounts where so high?  Administrator Woodruff explained that some shut-off valves couldn’t be located, others made arrangements to pay and didn’t follow through.  Councilor Donovan asked if the city had any policies regarding delinquent accounts.  Administrator Woodruff answered that the city does have policies and should be enforced more often. Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 61-09-08 approving Delinquent Accounts Certify to Tax Levy.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Donovan, Etherington, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.
B. Resolution 62-09-08 Remodeling Council Room to Police Office
Administrator Woodruff explained now that the Fire Station is done remodeling and the Council Meetings are held at the Fire Station, the Police Department will be moving into the councils chambers at City Hall.  Administrator Woodruff continued that this move will give the Police Officers more room and a separate entrance.  Councilor Donovan agreed that moving the Police Department is a good idea, but to make sure that the remodeling of the separate entrance is done within day or the area is completely secure.  Administrator Woodruff stated that the city will ask the two local contractors to bid on the project since it is a small one.  She went on to state that legally the city does not have to take bids for such a small amount.  Bids will have to be in by next Council meeting, October 7, 2008, so they can be presented to the Council at that time.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Schultz seconded to adopt Resolution 62-09-08 Remodeling Council Room to Police Office.   Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Treanor, Donovan, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.   Motion carried. 
C. Resolution 63-09-08 Ordering Improvement & Preparation of Plans

Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Donovan seconded to adopt Resolution 63-09-08 Ordering Improvement & Preparation of Plans.    Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Treanor, Donovan, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.   Motion carried.
       D.  Clarification on Maple Street
Administrator Woodruff has received clarification from I&S Engineering stating that it is Duncanson’s responsibility to finish Maple St.   Councilor Schultz said the original plans have changed from an association to private lots.  The plan was to have the area developed within 5 years, that hasn’t happened.  Plus, St. Andrews Court is still owned by Duncanson’s.  Councilor Donovan asked if the city has the option to get the road done and assess it back to the Duncanson’s.  Administrator Woodruff stated she will start with a letter to Duncanson’s requesting them to fix the road.  If no luck that way, then the City Attorney will get involved.  
Miscellanous

Councilor Donovan questioned if the city wanted 1st Right to Refuse on Loretta Wards property, 404 Silver St. East.  Councilor Donovan explained if the Fire Department needs more room in the future, Loretta Wards property is where they would have to go.  Administrator Woodruff will check into the details of 1st Right to Refuse and get back to the Council.
Mayor Swanson adjourned the meeting at 9:46 p.m.
