COUNCIL MINUTES

Mayor Swanson called the council meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers at the Mapleton Fire Station.   
Pledge of Allegiance

All present stood and said the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

Consent Agenda

Councilor Donovan questioned some bills.  

Mayor Swanson noted that the street closure for the relay for life car wash fundraiser will be on Sunday instead of Saturday.

Adopt Agenda

Councilor Donovan moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt the agenda with the additions.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.
Department Reports

Public Works

Wastewater Operator Bartholomew reported that Tri-State performed the annual inspection and calibration of the sewer pumps.  The new lawn mower is here and works nice.  Compost site was cleaned up.  Mr. Bartholomew met with Engineer Coudron and a MNDOT representative about restoring Troendle St SW by the cemetery.    

Fire

Assistant Fire Chief Froehlich noted that they are down to 19 members due to one member moving out of town.  The Fire Department will be looking for new members.  The truck goes out on average once every three days.  
Liquor

Liquor Store Assistant Strehlo mentioned that Administrator Woodruff will be advertising specials on Facebook.  She will be getting coupons out to Daly Park.  Ms. Strehlo reported that everything is lined up for Town and Country Days.  The deck will need to be seal coated.  
Police

Police Chief Honsey reported that they finished up First Responder training with the Fire Department.  He attended the Police Chief Conference.  He is looking into squad car leasing.  Chief Honsey is working on switching the car air card to Verizon to get a discount.  April was a busy month with increased calls.  
Councilor Etherington asked about the speed limit on the cul-de-sacs.  Chief Honsey stated that the council discussed this in the past.  A request was sent to the state to lower the speed limit to 20 mph and it was denied.  The council could reduce the speed limit to 25 mph.  Chief Honsey stated that he would put a copy of the letter from the state in the next council packet.      

Chamber Coordinator

Melissa Anne attended grant workshops and tourism meetings.  She is working on a 5K fun run for Town and Country Days, community garden, chamber garage sale, and coupon project for Daly Park.  The City Wide Garage sales and community pancake breakfast will be this weekend.  Ms. Anne reported on the last after hours event.  The next After Hours event will be at the Community Home.  She is working with Bonnie to have children’s program/crafts at the library during the Farmer’s Market.  

Mayor Swanson thanked all department heads for their reports.  
Budget Review

The council talked about the second budget-balancing bill and the court decision about the governor’s unallotment.  Everything that Administrator Woodruff has heard is that things are going to be worse next year.  
New Business

A. Resolution 15-5-10 Crack Sealing
Wastewater Operator Bartholomew obtained crack sealing bids from three companies.  All of the companies have done work for the city in the past.  Mr. Bartholomew explained the areas that he has proposed for crack sealing.  This is an ongoing process every year.  Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt Resolution 15-5-10 approving the crack sealing bid of Hardline Asphalt in the amount of $0.935 per pound.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Donovan, Etherington, Christian and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Schultz.  Motion carried.  
B. Overlay and patching
Wastewater Operator Bartholomew and a representative from WW toured the areas that need to be overlaid or patched.  Mr. Bartholomew noted that there are other companies who do this work if the council wanted to go out for bids.  Historically, WW has had the best price.  Mr. Bartholomew explained the proposal to the council.    He recommended doing the alley and the drug store apron as part of a corresponding street project in a few years.  Councilor Christian looked at all of these areas with Mr. Bartholomew.  Councilor Christian recommended doing the Main Street West overlay; fix Lincoln where the sewer line fix was and Community Home with no concrete option.  Councilor Donovan stressed that the city needs to maintain the streets.  Councilor Donovan moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt Resolution 16-5-10 overlaying Main Street West, patching on Lincoln SW and Troendle St SW.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Donovan, Etherington, Christian and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Schultz.  Motion carried.
Miscellaneous

· Administrator Woodruff noted that Loretta Ward was chosen as Yard of the Month last year during the construction.  The sign has been placed in her yard for the month of May.
· Wastewater Operator Bartholomew asked if he can start hauling rock for Borchart Road to prepare for the dust control application.  He received a call from a new company that uses soy oil.  It was the consensus of the council to see how the price compares and what the success rate is for the product.  

Mayor Swanson adjourned the meeting at 8:10 p.m.
