Department Reports- (1st meeting of the month) 

 
A. Public Works Department- Larry Johnson stated that the public works department continues to plow and haul snow.

B.  Fire Department –Fire Chief Chris Langworthy said they had 128 calls in 2010.  They are looking at adding one more fire fighter to the department and that would bring the total to 24.  He said the pump on the air compressor had been replaced.   
C. Liquor Department-Donna Strehlo said the holidays went well. The inventory has been competed for 2010.  She said she is still waiting on the furnace to be installed.  It has now been out for 3 weeks.  

        D. Chief Honsey stated that his report had the year’s breakdown of the police calls  

             for 2010.  He also gave the council a list of all the overtime hours the police 
             department had cut for 2011.  It was over 600 hours.  Chief Honsey said the State 
             of Minnesota was giving away used touch books.  He has requested one and  

             believes we will receive one.  He said they are between $4,000 and $5,000 new.       

             Chief Honsey said the police department had posted approximately 100 notices
             on cars prior to 2011 to explain the new snow emergency ordinance and how it     

             will be implemented.
