SPECIAL COUNCIL MEETING

Council Minutes
Friday, May 12, 2006

Mayor Swanson called the council meeting to order at 8:00 p.m. in the Mapleton City Council Chambers.

Members present: Treanor, Johnson, Warner, Donovan and Mayor Swanson.

Staff members present: City Administrator Woodruff and Public Works Supervisor Bartholomew

Others present:  Mark Schubbe, Glen Coudron of Bolton and Menk, Bonnie Klein, Bruce Sellers and Larry Caron.

Mayor Swanson said the meeting was called because a few ideas have been tossed around regarding relocation of the pond.  He felt the council should discuss the idea.  Councilor Johnson presented a two-page list on proposed pond relocation.  She listed advantages and disadvantages of doing so. She said she looked at it from the city’s standpoint.  Councilor Johnson said by relocating the pond Larry Caron would have two additional Councilor Treanor said he did not feel this was right.  He said there had been several public meetings regarding this project and to come now and discuss it was not right.  He said he would do everything he could do to stop this idea.  He said the council had a meeting on Wednesday morning to try and decrease the taxes for the residents of Mapleton and now this would increase the cost, he said no to that.   Bonnie Klein said she did not know this was a possibility.  Larry Caron said that Bonnie and Karl Klein’s property had not been discussed as a place to locate the pond.  The lot to the north of their land was discussed.  Larry Caron said it was his responsibility to locate an area for the pond. When the current location was discussed and approved by the property owners that abut that property the idea was no longer discussed.  Larry Caron said the change makes no difference to him.    Glen Coudron had a drawing of a potential redesign.  Councilor Johnson said she had met with Glen earlier that day.  Glen said the pond would be square rather than rectangle.  He said there would be an extension of water and sewer on Garfield if the pond were moved from that location.  Glen said an easement in back of the property owners on 3rd Avenue S.W. would be needed to run a storm sewer behind those homes.  Mark Schubbe said he was concerned about having an easement on the property.  Mayor Swanson asked Glen to explain what the cost of a change order would be.  He said that a change order is a re-issue of the scope of the work.  It would require new engineering, new dirt work and new quantities.  This work would not be under a competitive bid price.  

Councilor Donovan said he thought the idea was touched on briefly and was not feasible.  Larry Caron said that location was never discussed to put a pond there.  It was discussed to bring fill in to lots for future development.  Glen said it became easier to deal with when Larry found an area on his property to build the pond.  It eliminated the need to get another property owner involved.  Councilor Donovan said it didn’t matter to him the location of the pond as long as it did not create any additional cost to the taxpayers.  Mayor Swanson said he felt Councilor Donovan stated it very well.  Plus the fact that there was a time factor involved.  The project was to start on Monday and the pond was scheduled to be dug on Friday.  

Councilor Warner discussed Councilor Johnson’s proposal to add parking on Third Avenue S.W.  He said he did not see a need when the street would be 36 feet wide. Councilor Johnson said the possibility of a park shelter had been discussed in that area.  Councilor Treanor asked when the council had ever discussed that?  Councilor Johnson said the park board had discussed it.  Councilor Warner said he did not remember that but did not feel extra parking was necessary. Councilor Donovan said he would rather see more parking on Lincoln rather than on Third Avenue Bruce Sellers asked the engineer if all these changes could be tens of thousands of dollars.  Glen said it could.  

Councilor Donovan said he did not want to see additional costs put towards the project for property owners to have to pay for.  He asked who was going to pay for the redesign of the project and the assessments along Third Avenue SW.  

Mayor Swanson said it looked like it was the consensus of the council to keep the project as is since none of the property owners involved were willing to pickup up the additional engineering costs and the developer did not want to pickup the assessments on Third Ave SW abutting the pond.  Councilor Johnson questioned that the council was not even interested in finding out how much the project changes would cost.  Mayor Swanson said the bottom line is the council does not want to pickup up the extras costs and don’t want to increase the cost of the project.  He said with those feeling there is not much choice but to leave the design as is.  Mayor Swanson thanked everyone for coming to review this idea.

Mayor Swanson adjourned the meeting at 9:30 a.m.
