Council Members present: Etherington, Treanor and Mayor Swanson.   Absent Schultz and Christian.  Also present City Administrator Woodruff, and Fire Chief Froehlich.      
Mayor Swanson called the council meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.

Chief Froehlich walked the council over to the Pierce Pumper.  He explained that the computer is out in the pressure control of the pump.  This means that if one hose is shut off all the pressure goes to the other hose instead of cutting back on pressure to the other hose.  There is no control of the pressure to the hoses.  Chief Froehlich explained that they don’t make this system any longer or parts for the control.  He did find an after mark unit that will plug into the system.  This cost approximately $9,646.00.  The pumper will have to be taken to Apple Valley.  Mayor Swanson asked what the turn around processes is on the pumper.  Chief Froehlich said that it would be done towards the end of next week.  It is about 20 hours to install the part.  Chief Froehlich said that there is a manual system but it is more expensive and would not work as it does now.  He would like a similar system because all fire fighters have been training in on the system.   Chief Froehlich said has he has told all fire fighters that it there is a fire call that they request mutual aid immediately until the truck is fixed.  
Councilor Treanor made a motion to approve the repair of the Pierce Pumper at a cost of approximately $12,000.  Councilor Etherington seconded    Roll call vote:  Aye Treanor, Etherington and Swanson.  Nay: none Motion carried.  
Mayor Swanson adjourned the meeting at 5:51 p.m.
