Community Comment-No one was present for Community Comment.    

Sara Isebrand and Coleen Lindemann –Town and Country Update.    

Mayor Hollerich welcomed Sara and Coleen to the meeting.  Sara said the celebration is June 9th thru the 12th of June and most items are staying the same.  She said they are trying to add something that would have a Scottish theme since that is Mapleton’s heritage.  Sara noted that a few of their board members will be out of town the weekend of Town and Country Days.  They would love to have others be involved with the celebration.  Sara said she had discussed with Administrator Woodruff the idea of using the city shed by the museum to hold the silent auction.  Mayor Hollerich and the rest of the council felt that it would be fine if they used the city’s shed.     Coleen said that they had heard several positive comments about the Municipal Liquor Store  street dance being in the street and not in the parking lot.  Coleen said people were very happy with the event and she wanted the council to know that.  The Municipal Liquor store will be having the same band as last year Hick Town Mafia on Saturday night.    Mayor Hollerich thanked Sara and Coleen for coming to the meeting and giving an update on the celebration.
 New Business

A.  Mayor Hollerich said that there was a plan for hiring a public works employee.  He said the council had reviewed this at the budget workshop and  at the quarterly public work’s meeting.  He said this employee could enable more items to be accomplished by the public works department.  Also the  possibility of retirement could come in a few years by a public works employee.    Mayor Hollerich said he would like the ad to state that this employee will do work in the city parks as well as the other areas.  Administrator Woodruff said that the public works department has stated concern about the starting pay.  They have given her samples of other cities that have been advertising for maintenance works.  Their pay scales are higher than ours. Administrator Woodruff noted that Wal-Mart Distribution Center pay starts out higher than our pay scale.  It was the consensus of the council to advertise the job with the pay being dependent on qualification of applicant.    Administrator Woodruff will get the job posted.  

Administrator Woodruff said the city may have to advertise for   library summer help.  She said she is waiting to here back if Caleb Krengel will be coming back this summer. If not the city will need to advertise for a summer helper.
The computer system at liquor crashed on Saturday.  Administrator Woodruff said Bob Glarner of Computer Bob had provided them with a server to get the system back up and running temporarily. She said the new computer server will cost between $1,000 and $1,500.  
Councilman Etherington asked if we get a percentage from pull tabs at the Muni.  Administrator Woodruff said that we did. Councilman Etherington said the VFW had received a donation from the gambling funds and it was very much appreciated.  Mayor Hollerich said the Chamber donated over $20,000 at the end of the year.  He said all that money stays in the community.  
Mayor Hollerich said on behave of the Mapleton City Council he sends out condolences to the City of Good Thunders.  For the loss of a city council member.  It is a tragedy.  He said both individuals did a lot for the community and will be missed.  
Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adjourn the meeting.  All present voted in favor thereof, Motion Carried.  Mayor Hollerich adjourned the meeting at 7:16 p.m.
