 Quarterly Report – Chief Ben Froehlich 
Chief Froehlich stated that they had a record high of 186 calls and 128 of these were medical calls.  7 times this year they had two calls at one time and once they had 3 calls at once.  They have added sergeants to do maintenance on the fire trucks on monthly and that is working very well.  They have person in charge of inventory now so they are not ordering duplicate items.  Chief Froehlich said they would begin doing fund raisers for the new training facility that will be located long Eighth Avenue and Washington.  He said they have decided to name the facility the Paul Kofoed Training Facility after Captain Paul Kofoed.  

City Administrator Woodruff said a previous council member had asked about the Tanya Winter’s property.  Woodruff prepared of summary of all that has been done on the property over the last few years and the cost incurred.  The council discussed future options and decided to begin issuing citations on the property again in the spring.  
A. Councilor Warner moved and Councilor Froehlich to approve the 10 year extension to the consolidated communications franchise.  All voted in favor thereof.     
B. Administrator Woodruff said it is recommended the city adopt a floodplain ordinance even though the city is not in a floodplain.  She explained that it could help receive FEMA dollars if we had a disaster in the community.  She said she will bring the ordinance to the council for review in the near future.  

C.  Administrator Woodruff explained that Amboy had been in contact with our Police Chief and herself to discuss some type of combination police department.  She said the Police Chief wanted the council to know that we have not met with them or discuss the idea in much detail.  We would be open to ideas.  Council Warner said he saw more townships and small cities combining with bigger cities in the future. He thought it was good we were looking into it.    
Councilor Froehlich moved and Councilor Warmer seconded to adjourn the meeting.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  Mayor Hollerich adjourned the meeting at 7:30 p.m.
