Unfinished Business
1.  Community Center Update
Administrator Woodruff reported the inside has been painted and a storage closet has been built to hold the chairs and tables.  Thursday will be the first foot care clinic.  Sertoma will be hosting coffee on Tuesdays and Thursday mornings.  The dance group plans on continuing to meet there and the youth center will be opening soon.  
New Business

A. Resolution 03-01-17 Pierce Pumper 
Fire Chief Froehlich reported that he met with the townships.  After touring the manufacturing facilities, they decided that the Pierce truck is a better build.  The committee has done a lot of planning and research to make sure this truck is the right purchase.  Mayor Hollerich explained that $500,000 was the original budget that was approved.  This truck will cost $567,017.  Mayor Hollerich explained that the city will be cashing in some CDs to pay for the truck outright to get the discount.  Councilor Warner stated that the committee did an excellent job looking at the truck choices.  Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 3-1-17 approving purchase of Pierce Pumper.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Christian, Maslakow, Warner, and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.         
B. Resolution 04-01-17 Signatory Authority
Administrator Woodruff explained this is so Deputy Clerk Olsen can sign checks and fill the ATM when Administrator Woodruff is on vacation.  Councilor Warner asked how many people sign the checks.  Administrator Woodruff explained that Mayor Hollerich and she sign checks.  Mayor Hollerich explained that it is important to have two people sign the checks and that part is not changing.  It is also good to have another staff person who is available to sign the checks.  Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Warner seconded to adopt Resolution 4-1-17 approving Deputy Clerk with signatory authority.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Christian, Maslakow, Warner and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.    
C. Cancel Meeting on February 7th
Mayor Hollerich explained that both he and Administrator Woodruff will be out of town on February 7th meeting.  As there is no anticipated business, it was the general consensus to cancel the council meeting.
D. Fireworks for 2017

It was the general consensus to continue to pay for fireworks during Town and Country Days with liquor store funds.  This is an event that is popular with residents.  Deputy Clerk Olsen noted that the liquor store made approximately $80,000 last year and charitable gambling donated $83,492.46 to local groups in 2016.  
E. Community Closet

The Community Closet will be relocating to 201 Main Street East and will be there until July.  They asked if they could put a container next to the building as a place for people to drop items off.  The container will be placed on the First Ave NE side of the building.  Councilor Warner noted that if there isn’t some type of place to put donations, bags will just pile up near the door.  It was the general consensus to approve the request.  
Councilor Christian moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adjourn the meeting.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  Mayor Hollerich adjourned the meeting at 7:21 p.m.
