Community Comment

Mark Gartner presented information regarding a new poultry barn on his property.  Since his property is within two miles of the city limits, he is required to notify the city of feedlot expansion.  Mr. Gartner will be adding a well 100 feet from the new building and it will be approximately 120-130 feet deep.  The well will also be over 300 feet from the other well located on the property.  Water Operator Johnson informed the council that the city need to know about wells near the city limits as part of the wellhead protection plan.  Mayor Hollerich thanked Mr. Gartner for attending.      
New Business

A. Resolution 02-11-16 Approving Filter Plant Rehab 

Engineer John Graupman of Bolton & Menk explained that seven bids for the filter plant rehab project were received.  He felt that the bids were good and recommended the council accept the low bid from Shank Constructors. Inc.  Shank Constructors has done rehab type projects in the metro area.  Water Operator Johnson also felt that the bids looked good.  Mayor Hollerich noted that the council had prior discussions about the alternate bids.  He felt it didn’t make much sense to wat on either alternate project because the bids came in low and it is best to do all of the work when the system is down.  Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt Resolution 2-1-16 approving the bid and alternate bids from Shank Constructors, Inc for a total price of $212,300.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Christian, Maslakow and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Etherington and Treanor.  Motion carried.      Engineer Graupman stated the city should have the contracts back in a couple of weeks.  Mayor Hollerich thanked him for attending.  
B. March meeting dates       

The first March meeting will have to be rescheduled due to the state caucus meetings.  Administrator Woodruff suggested moving the meetings to the second and fourth Tuesdays since there are five Tuesdays in March.  The quarterly meetings will shift accordingly.
