Mayor Swanson called the council meeting to order at 7:36 p.m. in the Council Chambers at the Mapleton Fire Station.

Dan Sohre-Protein Sources

Protein Sources is looking to build a shop/truck wash for the feed trucks.  In the winter they need a place to wash and dry the trucks to limit the chance of spreading disease.  They are interested in purchasing the city’s land south of the state shop on Eighth Ave SE.  Right now they are looking at putting up a pre-stressed concrete building.  Administrator Woodruff talked to Engineer Sarff and he estimated the cost for extending the water and sewer mains to be roughly $70,000.  Councilor Schultz thanked Mr. Sohre for their interest in building a nice structure, increasing the tax base and purchasing the lot.  Mayor Swanson asked if the city was going to pay for the water and sewer main extensions.  Councilor Schultz stated he was in support of the city paying for the water and sewer main extension because it helps support local business.  Administrator Woodruff asked if the trucks would enter from Borchart Street since Eighth Ave SE is not built to support that much truck traffic.  Mr. Sohre anticipated that they would. Councilor Schultz suggested having an EDA meeting via email to discuss this idea.  Mayor Swanson thanked Mr. Sohre for attending and presenting this exciting idea.  

Quarterly Department Report:  Police Department

Police Chief Honsey reported the following:

· The year-end review statistics were fairly consistent with last year on the amount of calls and budget comparisons.  

· Mayor Swanson noted that the school personal is pleased with the increased police presence at school.  

· Police Chief Honsey reported the courts gave the property owners of 106 Fourth Ave SE six months to take care of the ordinance violations.

New Business

A. Resolution 3-1-14 Police Car 

Police Chief Honsey presented information about replacing the leased 2010 squad car.  All of the maintenance expenses except rubber are covered under the lease.  Both Administrator Woodruff and Police Chief Honsey like the lease agreement because it is easier to budget with no unexpected maintenance expenses.  Police Chief Honsey explained the reasons for a utility rather than a sedan based on other agency recommendations.  He also noted that Scott’s Body Shop is certified to fix the police car and he has not had any problems obtaining authorization to get things fixed.  Councilor Schultz liked the lease and felt that the utility is a better vehicle.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Treanor seconded to adopt Resolution 03-01-14 approving lease of squad car.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye: Schultz, Christian, Treanor and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Etherington.  Motion carried.    

B. Sign for United Church      

Mayor Swanson read the prepared information in the packet.  Administrator Woodruff explained that the city will order the sign and install it, but the United Church would pay for the sign.  Councilor Schultz asked if there were any certain requirements for the sign.  Administrator Woodruff replied that it would be similar to the Community Home and Town and Country Leisure Center signs that the council approved in the past.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Schultz seconded to grant the sign request of the United Church.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  

C. PFA Resolution

Administrator Woodruff explained that Engineer Sarff is getting the documents prepared for the financing through PFA.  This resolution is a requirement for the financing.  Councilor Christian moved and Councilor Schultz seconded to adopt Resolution 04-14-14 applying for the PFA loan.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Schultz, Christian, Treanor and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Etherington.  Motion carried.      

D. Resolution 5-1-14 Squad Car Equipment

Police Chief Honsey explained that several items would not transfer from the current car to the utility vehicle.  The city has been budgeting for this.  Many of the needed items can be used for many years and transferred to the next vehicle.  Police Chief Honsey explained that the in car video was scheduled to be replaced two years ago and is now not working very well.  He was able to get the original estimate for all of the equipment reduced.  Councilor Schultz noted that there is money in capital outlay because this was planned for.  Mayor Swanson complimented Chief Honsey on preparing the information.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt Resolution 5-01-14 approving equipment for squad car.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Schultz, Christian, Treanor and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Etherington.  Motion carried.   

Mayor Swanson mentioned the shop quarterly meeting would be held at 9:00 am on January 22nd.  Administrator Woodruff noted that they would talk about the five-year equipment needs list.  Councilor Schultz replied that a replacement schedule has never really been followed for the public works equipment.  There was discussion about an equipment workshop at a later date.  

Mayor Swanson adjourned the meeting at 8:23 p.m.
