Mayor Swanson called the council meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers at the Mapleton Fire Station.

Pledge of Allegiance

All present stood and said the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

Consent Agenda

Mayor Swanson liked the DARE thank you.  

Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt the consent agenda.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

Adopt Agenda

Building permit was added as New Business item E

The police quarterly report was removed from the agenda.  

Councilor Christian moved and Councilor Schultz seconded to adopt the agenda with the changes.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.
Community Comment

No one was present for Community Comment.    
Dan Sarff-PFA Project - Bids

Engineer Sarff presented the base bid and alternate bids that were received on the PFA project.  He stated that the bids were lower than the last bid and closer to the engineer estimate.  Engineer Sarff felt that the low bid from Holtmeier Construction was a good bid.  Mayor Swanson asked questions about line items on the bid abstract.  Engineer Sarff explained that contractors divide out the lump sum dollars in different places in the bid.  He was not concerned with the individual line items in the bid.  Engineer Sarff asked which alternates council wanted to go with.  Alternate bid number one was a deduction to put the generator inside the building rather outside.  Alternate bid number two was for pond riprap.  The rock MPCA specifies for riprap has been going up in price because it is a quarry rock.    Administrator Woodruff asked what is wrong with the current riprap.  Engineer Sarff explained that there isn’t much there and it is mostly concrete debris.  MPCA has not yet demanded the riprap be upgraded.  Councilor Schultz stated that it is not required at this point, but the low financing is a good option now.  He noted that MPCA could make us replace it in a few years and it would be better to do it now while it is less expensive.  Councilor Christian agreed that it would be better to replace the riprap now.  Engineer Sarff noted that there had previously been discussion that the alternate bid for blacktop surface of the lift station access road should not be included.  Engineer Sarff noted that there is a small 20x30 space that would make sense to blacktop.  Administrator Woodruff stated that the road is not used very much.  Councilor Schultz asked why alternate bid number one was a deduction.  Engineer Sarff explained the differences between putting a generator inside a building and outside.  There was discussion about the new controls and the new pumps.  Councilor Schultz noted that this project should help with I/I and mitigate some of the issues with 100-year rains.  Councilor Christian moved and Councilor Schultz seconded to adopt Resolution 2-1-13 accepting the base bid and alternate bids numbers one and two.   Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Schultz, Christian and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Treanor.  Motion carried.  The council thanked Engineer Sarff.  

Unfinished Business

A. Resolution 68-12-13 revised

Administrator Woodruff explained that the person who wanted to be a bartender felt the city was discriminating due to age.  A 100-point applicant evaluation system will be put in place before any name comes before the council, similar to one used by all of the other departments.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 68-12-13 Revised.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Schultz, Christian and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Treanor.  Motion carried.  

New Business

A. Resolution 1-1-14 Designations  

Administrator Woodruff explained that there are very few changes from last year.  The Beautification Committee was removed since they have disbanded.  Lee Ek no longer wanted to be on the Police Misconduct review board.  Police Chief Honsey had talked to Kevin Donovan about being on the board and Mr. Donovan agreed.  Councilor Schultz asked if the Natural Gas Joint Powers board was going to meet more often.  Administrator Woodruff stated that they talked about meeting every couple years.  Mayor Swanson asked if the inactive boards could be activated if needed.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt Resolution 1-1-14 approving official designations, appointments and fees for 2013.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Schultz, Christian and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Treanor.  Motion carried.  

B. Resolution 2-1-14 Accepting bid and reviewing addendums      

Item was discussed and approved under Dan Sarff’s presentation.   

C. Mayor/Clerk Meeting January 9, Chamber After hours Jan 16

Mayor Swanson invited council members to attend the Mayor/Clerk meeting this Thursday, January 9th at 6:30 at Heritage Place.  The speaker is our city auditor, Tom Olinger from Abdo, Eick and Meyer.  The city is hosting Chamber after hours on Thursday, January 16th   at 6:00 p.m. If council members would like to attend either event, they should let Administrator Woodruff know.    

D. Grant for Library Roof

Mayor Swanson congratulated Administrator Woodruff on the grant that was received to replace the library roof.  The new roof will look similar to the original clay tile.  

E.   Building Permit

Administrator Woodruff explained this is for a new house on one of the Caron addition lots.  The zoning board will likely not meet for a couple of months due to lack of permits.  Administrator Woodruff did not wish to hold up progress on this new house.  Zoning Chair Treanor felt it would be ok to bypass the zoning board with this permit since it follows all of the set backs.   Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Christian seconded to approve the building permit of Terry Proehl.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  

Councilor Schultz requested a walk through of the hardware store some evening before a council meeting. He also wanted a tour of the Mobile Glass building.  Mayor Swanson requested a tour of Creekside Ag building.  They felt it would be nice to see the loan dollars at work.  

Mayor Swanson adjourned the meeting at 8:01 p.m.
