B.  Resolution 10-63-12 Quit Claim Deed

The vacation of this parcel at the previous council meeting did not fix the problem.  The city needs to do a quitclaim deed to Mapleton Elevator. New Business

A. Resolution 10-62-12 Draw Request  

Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Donovan seconded to adopt Resolution 10-62-12 approving draw request number two from BCM, Inc in the amount of $340,815.61.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Donovan, Etherington, Christian and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Schultz.  Motion carried.  

B. Change date for First council meeting in November    

It was the consensus of the council to change the date of the first November council meeting to Wednesday November 7th.  

C.  Resolution 10-64-12 fire station floor drain and grates

Mayor Swanson explained that the floor drain in the barn is defective.  Administrator Woodruff noted that the fire department would like it fixed while the trucks are out of the barn during the street construction.  Wastewater Operator Bartholomew also added that after the drain is removed, they can televise the sewer line.  The sewer line may need to be replaced.  There have been sewer backups recently at the fire station.  Councilor Donovan moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 10-64-12 replacing new floor drain and grates at the fire station by John Trio at a cost of $8,340.00.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Donovan, Etherington, Christian and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Schultz.  Motion carried.  

The council discussed the recent closure of Mapleton Hardware.  Administrator Woodruff mentioned that the EDA is going to do a survey about interest in a new drug store.
