Mayor Hollerich called the council meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers at the Mapleton Fire Station.

Pledge of Allegiance

All present stood and said the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

Adopt Agenda

Meeting dates was added as New Business item E.

Additional Holiday was added as New Business item F.
Councilor Warner moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adopt the agenda with the additions.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

Quarterly update:  Fire

Fire Chief Froehlich reported on the following:  

· The department attended the Minnesota Fallen Firefighter Memorial service.  They received lots of compliments on the new fire truck.  Fire Chief Froehlich thanked the council for being allowed to take the truck to the memorial service.
· Current roster includes 24 members.  The department is seeking to recruit more.  
· Future equipment needs

· Start updating pagers and radios one at a time in 2019 unless the department receives a grant

· Replacing up to two sets of turn our gear a year.  Some firefighters are still using the old outdated turn out gear.    

· Fire Relief Association has paid for $30,000 worth of equipment for the new truck.  

· He talked about building a training center on an EDA lot.  It can be built out of shipping containers.  It will allow them to train for things such as live burn, ropes, ladders, search & rescue, confined space, ventilation, etc.  By having our own facility, it will cut down on training costs.  It is also hard to find places to train on some of these items consistently.  They estimate it will cost approximately $10,000 not including the lot price to build the training center.  The DNR currently has two shipping containers for sale at a price of $750 each.  Mayor Hollerich asked if other departments could rent the training center.  Councilor Warner suggested a mutual aid/cost sharing with other neighboring departments.  Fire Chief Froehlich suggested using one of the EDA lots on Washington for this training facility.  Administrator Woodruff will talk to Town and Country Days as these lots are currently used for the Demo Derby.  Councilors Christian and Maslakow felt that the shipping containers the DNR had for sale was a very good price.  Councilor Christian moved and Councilor Warner seconded to approve purchase of up to three shipping containers from the DNR at a cost of $750 per container.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Christian, Maslakow, Warner and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Etherington.  Motion carried.    
Community Comment
No one in attendance wished to speak to the council.  

New Business

A. Resolution 60-10-18 Sale of Ferarra Pumper
Fire Chief Froehlich reported that a fire department in Tennessee purchased the Ferarra Pumper.  Councilor Warner moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adopt Resolution 60-10-18 approving sale of Ferarra Pumper at a cost of $20,000.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Christian, Maslakow, Warner and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Etherington.  Motion carried. 

B. Resolution 61-10-18 Expenditure Policy  

Mayor Hollerich noted the expenditure policy was discussed at a workshop.   Councilor Warner would like to see purchases approved by the council whenever possible so spending doesn’t get out of hand.  Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt Resolution 61-10-18 approving expenditure policy.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Christian, Maslakow, Warner and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Etherington.  Motion carried. 

C. Revised EDA By Laws     

Mayor Hollerich explained that the EDA by laws needed some updating.  The EDA board has been meeting more frequently.  Councilor Christian moved and Councilor Warner seconded to approve the revised EDA by laws.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  
D. Resolution 62-10-18 Extension of ice rink
Mayor Hollerich reported on a recent park board meeting.  The splash pad features should be installed in a couple of weeks.  The park board also discussed the ice rink.  It was very popular last year and at times was too small for the amount of people using it.  The ice rink will be moved to the northwest of the new park shelter.  The bathrooms will be heated in the winter so they could be used as a place to warm up.  There will also be benches and a parking lot nearby.  The park board thought the ice rink would be utilized more if it was larger.  Mayor Hollerich noted that over $100,000 was raised for the splash pad and some of this extra money could be used.  Councilor Warner moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt Resolution 62-10-18 approving ice rink extension at a cost of $1,700.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Christian, Maslakow and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Etherington.  Motion carried.    

E. Meeting Dates
Mayor Hollerich explained that Administrator Woodruff will be gone on October 16th and there is an election on November 6th.  He recommended moving the October meeting to October 30th and skip the first November meeting.  Administrator Woodruff noted that there will have to be a very short meeting to canvas the election results.  It was the consensus of the council to move the October 16th meeting to October 30th and skip the first November meeting.  

F. Additional Holiday  

Mayor Hollerich explained that Columbus Day is not listed as a holiday.  Administrator Woodruff noted that it is a federal holiday and cities should not conduct business on federal holidays.  It was the general consensus to approve the addition of Columbus Day to city holidays.  
Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Warner seconded to adjourn the meeting at 7:42.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.
