Mayor Hollerich called the council meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers at the Mapleton Fire Station

Pledge of Allegiance

All present stood and said the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

Agenda

Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Warner seconded to adopt the agenda.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  
Consent Agenda

Councilor Warner questioned the building permit of John Klein for a car port.  He felt that they should not be allowed in the front yard space.  Administrator Woodruff explained that car ports were added to the zoning ordinance and they can be on the line if the abutting owner is fine with it.  She also noted that there are some others in town similar to this one.  Councilor Warner moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adopt the consent agenda as follows. Liquor Store Quarterly Update
New Business

A. Resolution 63-10-18 Sewer Televising  
Public Works Supervisor Chaffee explained that no televising was done last year.  $10.000 is budgeted per year.  The proposed televising and cleaning area takes most of the flow from town.  Regular televising and cleaning is necessary for PCA permit compliance.  Administrator Woodruff also noted that the city needs to clean and televise for the no fault insurance.  Councilor Warner asked if this was something that staff could do.  Public Works Supervisor Chaffee replied that the vac truck costs approximately $300,000.  Councilor Warner moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adopt Resolution 63-10-18 hiring Empire Pipe Services to clean and inspect 8,000 feet of sanitary sewer line at a cost of $11,500.   Roll call vote:  Aye:  Maslakow, Warner, and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Christian and Etherington.  Motion carried.         
B. Resolution 64-10-18 Wheel Stops & Rubber Mat
Public Works Supervisor Chaffee explained that the wheel stops were to keep vehicles from hitting the new bathroom in Heritage Park.  The rubber mats will be used in the winter to protect the bathroom floors from the ice skates.  Mayor Hollerich noted that the bathrooms will be open this winter for the skating rink.  Public Works Supervisor Chaffee also noted that the cameras are working well at the new bathrooms as they had been vandalized every day and that stopped when the cameras were installed.  Public Works Supervisor Chaffee also commended Neilson for going above and beyond by patching some areas of the park road at no additional cost.  Public Works Supervisor Chaffee also gave a Veterans Park update.  Jamie Will is too busy to get the monuments done this fall, a light was installed for the flagpole, and trees and other vegetation will be done in the spring.  Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Warner seconded to adopt Resolution 64-10-18 approving purchase of wheel stops and rubber mat for the splash pad area.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Maslakow, Warner, and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Christian and Etherington.  Motion carried.         

C. Resolution 65-10-18 Filter Plant Heater
Public Works Supervisor Chaffee explained that one of the heaters in the filter plant is not working.  They are all 1985 vintage and will all eventually need to be replaced.  Councilor Warner asked about a gas furnace.  Public Works Supervisor Chaffee explained ventilation would be a concern as there are no windows.  Councilor Warner moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adopt Resolution 65-10-18 approving heater unit at a cost of $1,000 from Kunkel Electric.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Maslakow, Warner and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Christian and Etherington.  Motion carried.    
D. Date to canvas election results
It was the consensus of the council to canvas the election results at 8 am on November 14th at city hall.  

E. Snowflake Dazzle No Parking Request
Mayor Hollerich stated that the chamber has requested no parking on Main Street during Snowflake Dazzle.  Administrator Woodruff requested that they check with businesses on Main Street.  They were all fine with it and there have been complaints during the parade about vehicles parked on Main Street.  It was the consensus of the council so allow this request for no parking on Main Street during Snowflake Dazzle.  

Councilor Warner felt the city should investigate a larger capacity leaf vac.  Public Works Supervisor Chaffee had recently received a quote of $79,200 to upgrade to a model that has an arm that moves side to side as well as up and down.  Our current model has less than 700 hours on it.  Mayor Hollerich asked how leaf vacuuming was going this year.  Public Works Supervisor Chaffee noted that leaf vacuuming is going well, and this tractor is better than the old one for this job.  If they see piles with sticks, they are leaving them as sticks harm the machine.  He also stressed that people need to put the leaves in the gutter line for optimal performance.  
Councilor Warner moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adjourn the meeting.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  Mayor Hollerich adjourned the meeting at 7:24 p.m.
