Agenda

Councilor Maslakow moved and Mayor Hollerich seconded to adopt the agenda with the additions.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

New Business

A. Dan Sarff-2017 Street and Utility Project – Resolution 52-10-16
City Engineer Sarff explained the proposed project for 100-300 blocks of Troendle Street SW, 100 block of First Avenue SW and Charlotte Court.  Property owners complained last time this project was proposed that they did not have advance notice of the project so the council decided not to do the project at that time.  Engineer Sarff noted that the street conditions have not improved and the utilities need attention.  The cost was originally approximately $1.1 million.  The first step is ordering preparation of report.  Engineer Sarff outlined a proposed schedule for the project with several stopping points throughout the process.  He recommended an informal resident meeting prior to the public hearing.  Administrator Woodruff asked if the city parking lot and alley could be added to this project.  This portion will need a storm sewer extension and resurfacing.  Mayor Hollerich thought that it was good that the city got a couple of extra years out of the roads.  Some residents have asked about the status of the street project and the economy is better now so he felt that this would be a better time to do the street project.  
Engineer Sarff reported that the painting of the filter plant should start soon.  Then the project will be finalized.  The water filter is functioning well.  

Engineer Sarff also reported that the sewer pumps worked well during the past rain event.  He felt that the investments over the past few years in the sewer infrastructure has been worthwhile.  

Mayor Hollerich moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adopt Resolution 52-10-16 ordering the preparation of a report on an improvement for Troendle St SW, First Ave SW, Charlotte Court, and the city parking lot with alley.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Maslakow and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Treanor and Christian.     
B. Road Closure Request
Mayor Hollerich explained that the Child Care Center requested to close the 200 block of Fifth Ave NE for a Trunk or Treat Event on October 25-2016.  Administrator Woodruff noted that a property owner on that block will not like the road closure for this event.  The council felt that the school parking lot would be a better location for this event.  Administrator Woodruff will encourage the Child Care Center to ask the school to use their parking lot.  Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to approve the road closure request.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  

C.  Leisure Center Update
Mayor Hollerich explained that there have been discussion to put several local non-profit groups under one roof.  There have been meetings with the Town & Country Leisure Center Board, Mapleton Chamber, Community Closet, Maple River Loaves & Fishes and the Youth Center.  The city council approved in 2008 to do a quit claim on the Leisure Center building so the city owns it.  It was never acted on.  The Youth Center can move in as soon as possible and the building will be for a multi-generational use.  The city will look at expanding the building to hold the food shelf and community closet in the future.  Mayor Hollerich felt that incorporating all of these groups in one building would be good for the city.  There will be some cost for maintaining the building and the proposed addition.  

Mayor Hollerich had someone ask him about an ice skating rink.  Administrator Woodruff noted that the city used to make on a long time ago.  There are a few individuals who are interested and would help maintain it.  Mayor Hollerich asked about liability.  Administrator Woodruff will ask Water Operator Johnson where one should be located.   
Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adjourn the meeting.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  Mayor Hollerich adjourned the meeting at 7:34 p.m.
