Quarterly Meeting Update:  Chief Froehlich
Fire Chief Froehlich reported on the following:

· New fire truck discussion.  They want to order it by February.  They have it narrowed down to two choices ranging in price from $530,000 to $545,000.  This will be a multipurpose truck as the needs of the community are chare changing and less staff is responding to calls.  
· 158 Calls year to date is on track to meet or exceed last year.

· Currently have 23 members.  Are looking for more members as some members are looking to retire soon.  

· Purchased a gas monitor with fund raising money.

New Business

A. Resolution 57-11-16 Certify Election Results

B. Open House November 28th
There will be an open house on November 28th from 4-6 p.m. at the fire station for the property owners on the proposed 2017 project to come and discuss any concerns with Bolton & Menk staff that they have regarding the project.

Mayor Hollerich mentioned the MNDOT open house on Thursday at the Beauford United Methodist Church.  There are some proposals to look at on the MNDOT website.  

C. Update on ordinance violation 
Administrator Woodruff showed pictures of the public nuisance ordinance violations located at 106 Fourth Ave SE.  She sent the property owner a notice to appear before the council on December 6, 2016.  Mayor Hollerich though it was pretty clear that the property owners are not going to do anything before November 28th.  Administrator Woodruff has a petition with 70 names on it of people wanting the property to be cleaned up.  She also noted that the public has no idea how much paperwork the police have gone through to try to get them to clean the property up.  

D. Resolution 59-11-16 Removing property from Rural Service District

Mayor Hollerich explained that the property for the solar garden will be removed from the rural tax district when it gets developed.  Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Treanor seconded to adopt Resolution 59-11-16 removing parcel R15 24 04 126 009 from the rural service district in 2017.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Treanor, Christian, Maslakow and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.
E. Building Permit Extension

Novel energy requested an extension of the building permit until September 2017 to complete construction of the solar energy garden.  It was the general consensus of the council to approve the permit extension.  
F. Subordination Request

Administrator Woodruff explained Robert Reeves requested a subordination of his home rehabilitation loan due to refinancing.  The city is not out any money as the money originally came from a grant.  Councilor Christian moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to approve the subordination request of Robert Reeves.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.
