Public Hearing- 2020 Street Project- Dan Sarff & Jeff Domras from Bolton & Menk: Jeff Domras went through the breakdown of the street projects on Scott Court & 8th Ave SE. Dan Sarff shared with the community the special assessments along with the coast of the project. Two residents asked if there would be any tree removal. D, Sarff replied that they have not surveyed the streets, he does not want to remove any tree unless necessary. Community member Robert Johnson asked about the 8th Ave tonnage, D, Sarff explained that they don’t use that terminology, the road will be built to handle school bus, garbage trucks, and mail delivery trucks.  Community member Andrea Johnson asked the reason for making 8th Ave. 32ft wide from a street from 36ft and where will people be parking for school events. D. Sarff explained most streets in Mapleton are 32ft wide, the city has worked very hard to create a five-year plan with a budget to keep cost down. D, Sarff and the Mayor explained that there will still be parking on one side of the road.

· Insurance rate request- Administrator Woodruff shared with the council M & M insurance will be increasing their commissions rate to 9%. Over the last 10 years the city has been paying 6% commission. She explained local cities are paying up to 10%. Councilor Warner moved to accept increase in rate with M & M insurance councilor Froehlich second. All voted in favor.
· Budget Recommendation- Administrator Woodruff explained to the Council a request to increase the budget between 3% and 5%. She explained that there has been an increase in the budget for sidewalks, tree trimming, and three election this year. Staff is working hard to keep the increase low. It was a consensus of the council to increase the budget.
