Adopt Agenda

Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt the agenda.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.
Liquor Store Quarterly Staff Report 

Liquor Store Manager Johnson reported on the Liquor Store Quarterly meeting.   The new door has been installed.  There were some issues with the security system due to the doors, but she thought they had been worked out.  Liquor Store Manager Johnson apologized for any confusion about being open on Sunday.  She did not intentionally mean to go against the council’s wishes.  She drafted a press release to attempt to stop the rumor about the on-sale closing after January 1st.    Liquor Store Manager Johnson reviewed with the council her proposal for Sunday Sales.  Councilors Schultz and Donovan spoke in favor of a trial period of being open on Sundays.  Councilor Etherington was opposed to the idea.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Donovan seconded to open the Liquor Store on Sunday for three months and then re-evaluate if it should remain open.  Aye:  Donovan, Schultz, Christian and Swanson.  Nay:  Etherington.

Unfinished Business


A.  Survey Update  

Region 9 is putting together the results of the 557 pharmacy surveys that were completed.  Administrator Woodruff will have more information at the next meeting.  


B.  Resolution 11-67-12 Camera for Liquor Store
Administrator Woodruff reported that the current Liquor Store camera system was purchased in 2005 and is not very good quality.  It is difficult to see much on the video due to the poor quality.  Councilor Donovan asked if staff knew about the poor video condition.  Administrator Woodruff replied that staff did know, but she was reluctant to request a new system due to the Liquor Store not making much money.  Liquor Store Manager has seen the new system and attested to the good quality of the cameras and there will also be night vision cameras.  She also noted that there would be a monitor behind the bar to monitor the off-sale are and deck.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Donovan seconded to adopt Resolution 11-67-12 approving purchase of new security system at the Liquor Store from Hawk Alarm at a cost of approximately $2,951.72.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Donovan, Etherington, Schultz, Christian and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  

New Business

A. New Blue Earth County Loan Fact Sheet and Application

Mayor Swanson reported that the Mayors and clerks association have been working revising the application process the past few months.  This is for council information.  The county has not passed it yet, but it looks favorable that they will approve.  Administrator Woodruff explained the new process for a business to obtain a county loan.  Councilor Schultz thought it was good that the county is now covering half of the amount due if a business defaults on the loan.  

B. Resolution 11-70-12 final plat of Caron Property 

Administrator Woodruff explained that Larry Caron is working on the paperwork to turn his lots over to the city.  The Zoning Board reviewed the plat at their last meeting.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt Resolution 11-70-12 approving final plat map of Caron property.  Roll Call vote:  Aye:  Donovan, Etherington, Schultz, Christian and Swanson.
