A. Resolution 72-11-2019 Approving Signatory Authority: Mayor Hollerich explained to the council that with Administrator Woodruff’s retirement, the signature on the city’s financial account needs to be updated to add Amber Duncanson. Councilor Warner moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt Resolution 72-11-19 approving Signatory Authority.  Roll call vote:  Aye: Maslakow, Christian Warner, and Hollerich.  Nay: none. Absent Froehlich. Motion carried.
B. Personal Policy: Administrator Woodruff shared with the council updates to the city’s personal policy. It was a consensus of the council to have Woodruff update the personal policy as purposed and present it to the council. 
C. Boening Mobile Home Park Closure: Assistant Duncanson shared with the council that the city has to hold a public hearing to review the closure of the mobile home park. The hearing has to be within 90 days of notification that the city received. She will work to set the hearing date.
D. Insurance Agent Request: Administrator Woodruff updated the council that the insurance agent has requested an increase in rate. She asked the council if they would like to send out a Request for Proposals from other agencies. It was a consensus of the council to ask the city’s current agent for a proposal first.
Councilor Warner moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adjourn the meeting.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  Mayor Hollerich adjourned the meeting at 8:00p.m.
