Community Comment

No one was present for Community Comment.    
Presentation:  Dan Sarff/James Connor – Bolton and Menk – Water Tower Coating Improvement
Engineer Sarff stated that eight bids were received. He explained the base bid and two alternate bids.  Engineer Sarff felt that the alternate bid one for the upgraded paint coating would be worth the money.  There is a price for the second alternate bid if it is needed.  James Connor noted that Champion did the Madelia water tower two years ago and Bolton and Menk has worked with them three times without any issues.  Public Works Supervisor Chaffee felt that the investment in the first alternate bid for the better paint coating was a wise choice.   
Hearing – Review of determination of dangerous dogs

Three of the dogs that reside at the James Karels property were witnessed killing a domesticated pet cat.  James Karels felt that his dogs should not be deemed dangerous since his dog did not hurt a child or person. He stated that his dogs are not dangerous and that he cannot afford the insurance on his limited income.   Mayor Hollerich explained that a dog is deemed dangerous if harms another person’s domesticated cat.  Tammy Karels explained that the dogs have been neutered and have chips.  However she would not muzzle her dogs or put them in an enclosed kennel.  She also stated that the dogs don’t run or leave their property.  The neighbor guy explained that the dogs come over to their property and the kids play with the dogs.  They also have cats and the dogs have never bothered their cats.  Administrator Woodruff noted that after this instance, the dogs were spotted on neighboring properties.  Councilor Warner stated that dogs should be restricted because a person cannot predict when a dog that is normally good natured can attack.  Mayor Hollerich explained that the city has an ordinance that dogs cannot run at large.  There is documentation that the dogs do not stay on Mr. Karels’s property.  Police Chief Honsey explained that according to state statute a dog is deemed dangerous if it kills a domestic animal.  The city ordinance is identical to the state statute.  Administrator Woodruff noted that the city has enforced the dangerous dog ordinance in the past.  There was a lot of discussion about the conditions that will have to be met in order for Mr. Karels to keep his dogs.  Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adopt Resolution 71-12-17 declaring the three dogs residing at James Karels home as dangerous dogs.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Christian, Maslakow, and Warner.  Nay:  Etherington.  Abstain:  Hollerich.  Motion carried.  Councilor Christian moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adopt Resolution 72-12-17 declaring dangerous dog requirements as listed in the resolution.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Christian, Maslakow and Warner.  Nay:  none.  Abstain:  Hollerich.  Motion carried.       
Unfinished Business

1. Update on Tonya Winters  
Administrator Woodruff was notified late in the afternoon today that Tonya Winters has an attorney involved now so everything is on hold for the time being.  Councilor Warner asked why the vehicles were removed if they were properly licensed.  Police Chief Honsey replied that there is documentation as to why the ones were removed and they were over the vehicle limit.  
New Business

A. Resolution 70-12-17 Water Tower Coating Improvement 
Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Warner seconded to adopt Resolution 70-12-17 approving water tower coating improvements hiring Champion at a price of $174,875.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Christian, Maslakow, Warner and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.                                                   
Councilor Warner had received a complaint that the park trail was not cleaned after the last snowfall.  Public Works Supervisor Chaffee explained that they are not plowing the park trail this year because of the condition of the trail.  The trail is only a year old and is already showing deterioration and several cracks.  They do not want to do any further damage to the trail.    

Councilor Warner moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adjourn the council meeting.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  Mayor Hollerich adjourned the meeting at 8:30 p.m.
