Emergency Council Meeting Minutes

Thursday December 8, 2011

Members present:  Donovan, Schultz, Etherington and Swanson.  Absent: Christian.  

Staff members present:  City Administrator Woodruff and Deputy Clerk Olsen

Mayor Swanson called the council meeting to order at 6:01 p.m. in the Council Chambers at the Mapleton Fire Station.

Administrator Woodruff requested the council reconsider the opening hours at the Mapleton Municipal Liquor Store.  The council had previously changed the hours to off-sale open at 11 a.m. and the on-sale open at 3 p.m.  She requested that both open at either noon or 1:00 p.m.  The reason is that there is very little work for the employee to do between when the off-sale and on-sale were scheduled to open.  The inventory work is done on the off-sale computer and it is difficult to do when the off-sale is open.  Opening the off-sale an hour later should give Liquor Store Assistant Strehlo enough time to work on inventory issues.  She recommended that these winter hours begin on December 19th.  Administrator Woodruff also recommended that the noon specials, including the all day taco bar, cease since they have not made money since 2007.  After a discussion of how the change in hours would be in the best interest of the business, Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Donovan seconded to open both the on-sale and off-sale at noon and to no longer have food specials.  The council is not reversing any other decisions that were made at the closed meeting on November 28, 2011.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  

Mayor Swanson adjourned the meeting at 6:33 p.m.
