Mayor Hollerich called the council meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers at the Mapleton Fire Station

All present stood and said the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

Agenda

Councilor Warner moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adopt the agenda with the additions.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Warner seconded to adopt the consent agenda as follows.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

Community Comment

No one was present for Community Comment.    
Unfinished Business
A.  T. Winters, attorney asked for more time and wants all letters sent to T. Winters 
Administrator Woodruff reported T. Winters attorney is asking for more information.  Councilor Warner asked when the bill will be turned over to the county.  He does not want to keep rolling up attorney fees.  Mayor Hollerich stated that as of the first March council meeting, we are done with the back and forth between the attorneys.          

New Business

A. Resolution 07-02-18 Motor for Well Pump #2  
Public Works Supervisor Chaffee explained that Well #2 was inspected and the pump assembly was replaced.  Thein Well also recommended replacing the motor as the casing was deteriorating.  This is the well that will be used when the water tower is down for repair.  The inside of the well casing was in good shape.  Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Warner seconded to adopt Resolution 7-2-18 approving Thein Well to replace the motor at an additional cost of $3,100.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Maslakow, Warner, and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Christian.  Motion carried.         
B. Resolution 04-02-18 Hiring Office Assistant
Mayor Hollerich explained that 49 applications were received, twelve candidates were interviewed and three were granted a second interview.  He was very impressed with all three of the final candidates.  All three would make a good addition to the city office.  Councilor Warner moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adopt Resolution 8-2-18 hiring Amber Duncanson as a full-time office assistant.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Maslakow, Warner, and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Christian.  Motion carried.         

C. Resolution 9-2-18 4M Funds to Pioneer Bank
Administrator Woodruff explained that all the CDs were moved to a sweep account last year.  Pioneer Bank would like to have all the city’s money to use for local loans.  It is a little less interest, but more money would be available to local people.  Councilor Warner asked about the interest rate.  Administrator Woodruff stated that it is adjustable.  Mayor Hollerich noted that Pioneer Bank made a good argument to help local loans with an increased deposit.  Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Warner seconded to adopt Resolution 9-2-18 approving 4M Funds be moved to Pioneer Bank and close the 4M account.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Maslakow, Warner and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Christian.  Motion carried.    
D. Resolution 10-2-18 Loan Extension for Creekside Ag
Mayor Hollerich explained that Creekside Ag has a small cities loan through Blue Earth County.  There is a balloon payment due after five years.  The city has extended other business loans in the past.  All payments made to date have been on time.  A loan extension was requested at the last Mayors and Clerks meeting.  The loan program has approximately $700,000 in it so extending this loan is not hurting anyone else who may want a loan.  Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adopt Resolution 10-2-18 extending the Blue Earth County Small Cities Loan for Creekside Ag for another five years upon approval of the Blue Earth County Board.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Maslakow, Warner and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Christian.  Motion carried.    
E. Resolution 11-2-18 Direct Deposit
Mayor Hollerich felt this was a great idea.  There is an upfront cost associated with it now, but it will be a time savings in the future.  Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Warner seconded to adopt Resolution 11-2-18 approving direct deposit for payroll.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Maslakow, Warner and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Christian.  Motion carried.    
F. Resolution 12-2-18 Closing fund 432
Administrator Woodruff explained that the alley project is completed.  The auditors recommend closing the fund.  Any assessments paid will go into the sewer account as they are received.  Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Warner seconded to adopt Resolution 12-02-18 closing Fund 432 to the general fund.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Maslakow, Warner and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Christian.  Motion carried.  
G. Wayside Rest
Public Works Supervisor Chaffee reported on a meeting with MNDOT.  They will be working on the wayside rest this summer.  MNDOT asked if the city would like two lights that they would install at their cost.  Both the police department and public works recommend the two lights.  There was a discussion of the wet ditch and low area.  It was the consensus to approve the two lights.  Public Works Supervisor Chaffee also asked MNDOT for a five-foot walkway to the monuments at their cost.  

Councilor Warner noted there have been a lot of water main breaks on 8th Ave SE.  Public Works Supervisor Chaffee replied that 8th Ave SE is high on the replacement list that will be discussed during the capital improvement plan meeting.  Councilor Warner also asked about the sewer line on 8th Ave SE.  Public Works Supervisor Chaffee stated that the sewer line will also need to be replaced.     

Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Warner seconded to adjourn the meeting.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  Mayor Hollerich adjourned the meeting at 7:23 p.m.
