Presentation – Plans & Specifications of 2017 Street and Utility Project

Erik Haefner of Bolton & Menk reviewed the plans and specifications with the council.  There was a little discussion about the residents on the 100 block of First Ave SW wanting the street width to be 36 feet rather than the originally proposed 34 feet.    
Unfinished Business
1.  4th Avenue Property Update
Administrator Woodruff reported she is going to court on February 22nd.  If the judge approves, the property owners will have twenty days to clean up the property.    
New Business

A. Resolution 05-02-17 
Administrator Woodruff explained this draw request is for the alley project.  The sewer line was lined.  Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt Resolution 5-2-17 approving draw request number one from Rehnelt Excavating LLC in the amount of $15,370.29.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Christian, Maslakow, Warner and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.           
B. Subordination for Eric and Sara Werner
Mayor Hollerich explained that this is standard practice to do these on the MVAC loans when someone refinances their house.  Councilor Christian moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to approve the subordination request of Eric and Sara Werner.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.      
C. Resolution 6-2-17 Approving Plans and Specs and ordering bids
Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt Resolution 6-2-17 approving plans and specifications and ordering advertisement for bids for 2017 street and utility improvement project.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Christian, Maslakow, Warner and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.
D. Revised Covenants
 EDA members had previously discussed changing the covenants on the Caron lots to not allow modular homes and to require a garage on the property.  This would change the covenants back to the original version.  Councilor Christian moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to approve the revised subdivision covenants for the Caron Subdivision.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.   
E. Fire Truck
The townships approved the purchase of the new fire truck.  The townships would like to get a broker to sell the Ferrara.  They also asked if they can make payments on the fire truck and when the 4% interest rate starts.  Councilor Warner felt that the city has an excellent relationship with the townships and felt the council should do whatever they can to keep them happy.  It was the consensus to start charging the interest on the delivery of the truck and to use a broker to sell the old truck when the new one arrives.    
Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adjourn the meeting.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  Mayor Hollerich adjourned the meeting at 7:34 p.m.
