COUNCIL MINUTES

Tuesday, February 5, 2014

Consent Agenda

Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt the consent agenda.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

Adopt Agenda

Flag bearing was added as New Business item F.  

Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt the agenda with the addition.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.
Community Comment

Ken Kain expressed concern about trucks on Eighth Ave SE if the proposed Protein Sources truck wash gets approved.  The mayor stated it was talked about at the last meeting that the trucks should enter and exit from Borchert Street.  Mayor Swanson thanked him for attending.  
New Business

A. Resolution 6-2-14 PFA Loan Repayment Consideration  

Administrator Woodruff explained this resolution is necessary for the PFA loan repayment documentation.  It is estimated that approximately $30,000 per year would be transferred from the water fund to the sewer fund annually to cover any deficits in the sewer fund.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Schultz seconded to adopt Resolution 6-2-14 approving PFA loan repayment considerations.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Schultz, Christian, Treanor and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.    

B. Town and Country Days – Liquor Store      

Administrator Woodruff talked with Coleen Lindemann about the beer garden for Town and Country Days.  The committee would be happy if the liquor store had a band and did the beer garden for Town and Country Days.  Liquor Store Manager Johnson did not like the idea of paying Town and Country Days and wanted the council to decide.  Councilor Treanor felt that the city should have a band.  Councilor Schultz felt that the city should give Town and Country Days a donation and have a band with beer garden.  He stated that this would make a better celebration and take away some of their financial concerns.  Administrator Woodruff noted that the city used to donate $5,000 to Town and Country Days.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Treanor seconded to hire a band, hold a beer garden and donate $5,000 to Town and Country Days.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Schultz, Christian, Treanor and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  

C. Chamber after hours February 10th

Mayor Swanson read the prepared information about the city hosting the Chamber after hours event on February 10th.  The council is invited to attend.      

D. Workshop date for Public Works Equipment
It was the consensus of the council to hold the public works equipment workshop on Tuesday, February 11th at 6:00 p.m.    

E.  Letter from Lloyd Mitchell

Lloyd Mitchell wrote a letter to the council about the increased traffic at the intersection of Highway 22 and Central Ave N due to the new Casey’s store.  He felt that the 45 MPH speed limit should be extended to north of this intersection.  Administrator Woodruff had written to Mr. Mitchell explaining that the city had requested this from MNDOT before the new Casey’s store opened.  At the time MNDOT denied the request.  It was the consensus of the council to request MNDOT look at the situation again and consider extending the 45 MPH speed limit to north of the intersection of Central Ave.  

F. Flag Bearing

Mayor Swanson signed the council and staff up to bear the flag at the girls’ basketball game on February 25th.   

Mayor Swanson adjourned the meeting at 7:24 p.m.
