COUNCIL MINUTES

Monday, February 6, 2012

Mayor Swanson called the council meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers at the Mapleton Fire Station.

All present stood and said the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

Adopt Agenda

Resolution 2-7-12 Restructure of Liquor Store was added to Unfinished Business item B.

Councilor Donovan moved and Councilor Schultz seconded to adopt the agenda with the addition.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.
Department Reports

Public Works

Water Operator Johnson has been getting quotes to pull well #3, working on park benches and doing general shop work.  Wastewater Operator Bartholomew has been setting up and account for submitting MPCA reports on-line, getting prices for a new pick up, options for the snow blower and service work on vehicles.  Councilor Donovan questioned when the water tower would be cleaned.  Water Operator Johnson replied that in the next ten years it should be repainted on the outside and a couple of more years until the inside should be cleaned.  Cleaning the outside damages the paint so that it has to be painted sooner.    

Fire

Ben Froehlich reported that there were fourteen calls in January.  The pump on the 4811 pumper is being fixed.    

Liquor

Liquor Assistant Strehlo reported that there was a good turnout for the first meat raffle.  She suggested the Fire Department have their dance during Town and Country Days.  Mayor Swanson asked how the meat raffle works.      

Police

Police Chief Honsey reported he started working on the dog licenses.  He put together the police statistics that were in the council packet.  Councilor Donovan complimented him on the good information.  Mayor Swanson suggested a newspaper article for public relation purposes with this information.

Unfinished Business

A. Election Judge wages survey 

The council reviewed the election judge wage survey.  Councilor Schultz asked if the city had to pay minimum wage.  Administrator Woodruff replied that we only had to pay the federal minimum wage for election judges.  It was the consensus of the council to leave the election judge wages at $7.00 per hour.    

B. Resolution 2-7-12 Restructure Liquor Store

Mayor Swanson stated that the council would like to have a Liquor Store Manager as it had been in the past.  Councilor Schultz explained the council looked at the workload.  The Liquor Store Assistant Supervisor is trying to do too much.  There also needs to be a segregation of duties.  That is why Councilor Schultz also recommended a position of a lead bartender.  The new job descriptions will clearly define the duties.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 2-7-12 approving restructure of job positions at Liquor Store.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Donovan, Etherington, Schultz, Christian and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.    

New Business

A. Resolution 2-5-12 Purchase pickup

Mayor Swanson noted that purchasing a pickup came from a discussion at the shop quarterly meeting.  Water Operator Johnson explained that the repairs are costing approximately $1,000 per year.  The city has spent as much on repairs the last two years as what the pickup is worth.  Mayor Swanson explained that purchase of a new pickup has been put off for a few years.  The council discussed trading in the old pickup or selling it.  Councilor Schultz stated that the city has been saving for a new pickup for a long time and it is on the plan to be purchased.  He would like the city to stay on track with the plan for major purchases. The council decided to purchase the pickup from Mankato Ford rather than the state bid from Roseville because it would cost more than the difference to go pick up the new truck in the cities.  Councilor Christian moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 2-5-12 approving purchase of pickup truck from Mankato Ford.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Schultz, Christian and Swanson.  Nay:  Donovan.  Motion carried.  

B. Resolution 2-6-12 Policy Update

 Mayor Swanson read the resolution.  Police Chief Honsey explained that the changes were all state mandated yearly updates.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Donovan seconded to adopt Resolution 2-6-12 updating the police policy.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Donovan, Etherington, Schultz, Christian and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.   

Mayor Swanson adjourned the meeting at 7:39 p.m.
