Presentation

A. Abdo Eick and Meyers Presentation- Tom Olinger from Abdo, Eick & Myers presented the annual audit report. There were the annual findings for segregation of duties and material audit adjustments. The general fund balance has increased so he recommended moving more money to capital outlay.  The next bond is dropping off in 2021.  He recommended considering a street project for then as to keep the debt level consistent and not have a drastic increase in property taxes.  Water rates may need to be increased to maintain the target cash balance and to plan for future improvements. The improvements on the water tower where used from the water fund. The sewer fund balance is decreasing.  There are not enough receipts to cover expenses.  Mr. Olinger suggested raising rates, especially since there will be debt in this fund for several years.  The refuse fund has stayed fairly consistent with prior years.  The rate increases in the storm water fund are working as the operating receipts are now exceeding the current expenses.  He suggested monitoring the rate to keep up with any future projects.  The liquor fund has had a profit over the years. Overall the city is good financial health.
B. M & M insurance- Chad Ostermann presented the city’s 2019 insurance renewal package. Ostermann said overall as a city we are doing very well, he explained the rate changes from 2018. Ostermann touched on the Cities Workers Compensation increase. Ostermann asked if we would waive excess umbrella liability limit $500,000 and buy an umbrella coverage of million dollars. It was a consensus of the council to approve waiving the liability umbrella.
