Unfinished Business

A. Update on Restaurant – EDA Recommendation Resolution 10-03-15 Sale of Building 
Administrator Woodruff reported that the EDA recommends proposal number one Jason Langworthy that is in the council packet.  Mayor Hollerich summarized that proposal as the city sells the building for $10,000 contingent upon the city cleaning out the basement and fixing the roof.  It will cost approximately $1,000 to fix the roof.  This is for the benefit of the city and Mr. Langworthy is not requesting any additional funds from the city.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 10-3-15 approving sale of building and equipment at 203 Main Street NE to Jason Langworthy for $10,000 on the condition that Mr. Langworthy secures financing to open the restaurant.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Treanor, Maslakow and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Christian.  Motion Carried.  The council wished them luck with their endeavor.  
Repair of roof – Administrator Woodruff is close to an agreement with Del and Linda Henze on repair of the roof drainage problem.  Mayor Hollerich felt this should be taken care of as soon as possible.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to repair the roof at 203 Second Ave NE.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Treanor, Maslakow and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Christian.  Motion carried.  

New Business

A. Resolution 8-3-15 Approving Relay for Life in Heritage Park 

Mayor Hollerich noted that Relay for Life will be May 15th and 16th and has been held in Heritage Park for several years.  Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 08-03-2015 approving Relay for Life in Heritage Park on May 15, 2015. C. New EDA Chairman – Mike Johnson 
Mayor Hollerich reported that Judd Schultz resigned from the EDA due to increased job responsibilities.  Mike Johnson has agreed to be the EDA chairman for one year.
