A. Amboy Police Dept. - Update Chief Honsey presented to the City of Amboy a Police contract. There is Public Hearing May 7th, 2019 at 7:00 p.m. at the Mapleton Fire Station. Chief Honsey sent out survey Questions on line and paper form to get feedback about providing police services for the City of Amboy.
B. Mapleton Municipal had a surprise inspection by Gambling Control Board. The Mapleton Muni did outstanding on inspection.
New Business
A. Resolution 12-04-19 Tractor and Snow blower- Supervisor Chaffee explained to the council the state of the current tractor and snow blower and the cost of running that equipment. Chaffee asked the council to trade in the current tractor to a 6175R this would save public works time and money for the city. Moving to a bigger tractor and updating the snow blower to a bigger blower will improve the time it takes to clean up the streets after a snow storm. Councilor Froehlich moved and Councilor Warner seconded to adopt Resolution 12-04-19 approving Tractor and Snow Blower.  Roll call vote:  Aye: Maslakow, Warner, Froehlich, and Hollerich. B. Resolution 13-04-19 Baseball Fence- Chaffee shared with the council; he was approached by the baseball association to help get quotes for fencing in the outfield.  The baseball association will pay a portion of the fence over a 5 year period.  This is similar to what the softball association did on the softball field.  Councilor A. Warner moved and Councilor Froehlich seconded to adopt Resolution 13-04-19 approving Baseball Fence.  Roll call vote:  Aye: Maslakow, Warner, Froehlich, and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Absent: Christian.  Motion carried.

C. Resolution 14-04-19 Administrator- Mayor Hollerich shared with the council administrator Woodruff will be retiring at the end of the 2019 year. Woodruff will be cutting back in hours starting in June to 3 days a week. There is plan to delegate duties to help make this transition smooth for the city. Mayor Hollerich Thanked Administrator Woodruff for her years at the city and she will surely be missed. Councilor Froehlich moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adopt Resolution 14-04-19 approving Administrator retirement.  Roll call vote:  Aye: Maslakow, Warner, Froehlich, and Hollerich. D. Resolution 15-04-09 Bartender-Mayor Hollerich shared with the council Assistant Manager Weise and Deputy Clerk Olson would like to hire new part time bartender. Councilor Warner moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adopt Resolution 15-04-19 approving Hiring part timer bartender.  Roll call vote:  Aye: Maslakow, Warner, Froehlich, and Hollerich. E. Resolution 16-04-19 Park Equipment- Supervisor Chaffee shared with the council the park boards plans for this summer. In Heritage Park they will be removing the sand near the playground equipment. There will be a few new additions at the park. A 2 seater jeep and two piece of adult work out equipment. The jeep was sponsored by the Mapleton Arena Chamber of Commerce. Adult work out equipment was sponsored by Mankato Clinic. Councilor Froehlich moved and Councilor Warner seconded to adopt Resolution 16-04-19 approving Park Equipment.  Roll call vote:  Aye: Maslakow, Warner, Froehlich, and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Absent: Christian.  Motion carried.

F. Resolution 17-04-19 Maple River Chamber of Commerce Charitable Gambling Lease- Administrator Woodruff explained to the council the Maple River Area Chamber of Commerce would like to continue to sell pull-tabs, electronic pull-tabs, and linked bingo at the Mapleton Municipal.  Our lease needs to be updated to include the electronic equipment. Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Froehlich seconded to adopt Resolution 17-04-19 approving Maple River Chamber of Commerce Charitable Gambling Lease.  Roll call vote:  Aye: Maslakow, Warner, Froehlich, and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Absent: Christian.  Motion carried.

G. Resolution 18-04-19 Adjustment to utility Rates- Supervisor Chaffee asked the council to adjust utility rates, to extend the winter “snow bird” rate to any property where the water is shut off. H. Resolution 19-04-19 Fireworks for Town and Country Days- The liquor store would like to    sponsor the fire works for Town and Country Day. I. Resolution 20-04-19 Equipment Loan Agreement- Supervisor Chaffee presented to the council public works department would like to loan out or borrow equipment between another cities. J. Resolution 21-04-19 Automating Quonset Shed- Supervisor Chaffee presented to the council 2 options of automating the Quonset shed. Option one connect the overhead door to the generator. Option two connecting the overhead door and the Filter plan to the generator. The council agreed on option two.   Councilor Froehlich moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adopt Resolution 21-04-19 approving Automating Quonset Shed.  Roll call vote:  Aye: Maslakow, Warner, Froehlich, and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Absent: Christian.  Motion carried.
