Presentation:  Mike Johnson - M&M Insurance 

Mike Johnson presented the 2012 insurance package renewal summary.  The general liability increased due to increased exposure and the payloader increased the inland marine.  Those were the biggest changes in the insurance.  Mr. Johnson reported that last year the dividend was $11,040.  The total insurance renewal premium is $41,636.00.      

Unfinished Business

A.  2012 Project Information

Administrator Woodruff noted that Engineer Sarff prepared an updated assessment roll with the cap at $12,500.  The sewer behind the right of way is in addition to this cap.  The assessed portion is now between twenty and twenty-two percent.  The plans and specs will be available for approval at the second meeting in May.  Due to the Messenger article stating that the public hearing at the May 1st meeting is for the 2012 project, Engineer Sarff recommended sending a notice to all of the people with property abutting the 2012 project stating the public hearing is for the funding for the proposed 2013 project.  It was the consensus of the council to just have the correction printed in the paper.  Councilor Schultz questioned a column on the assessments.  

New Business

A. Resolution 4-22-12 Hiring Lead Bartender

Mayor Swanson read the resolution.  Councilor Etherington asked if Jacob Weise was going to have his wages reduced due to the lower pay scale.  Administrator Woodruff stated the council had previously decided that he would stay at his wage if hired as Lead Bartender.  Councilor Schultz noted that there was another qualified applicant who dropped out.  Administrator Woodruff noted that Jake has really stepped up and wants to see the liquor store make a profit.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 4-22-12 hiring Jacob Weise as Lead Bartender.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Donovan and Christian.  Motion carried.       

B. Resolution 4-23-12 Insurance Bid

Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 4-23-12 accepting insurance bid from M&M Insurance.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Donovan and Christian.  Motion carried.
