Mayor Hollerich called the council meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers at the Mapleton Fire Station

Pledge of Allegiance

All present stood and said the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

Agenda

Handicapped parking was added as New Business item E.
Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt the agenda with the addition.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

Community Comment

No one was present for Community Comment.    
Presentation:  Region 9 Communities for People with Mobility Limitation Project 
Sam Parker, of Region 9, explained that they had received a grant for people with mobility issues.  They chose Mapleton to work in due to the great downtown, sidewalks in relatively good shape, and curb cuts for accessibility.  They will be doing surveys and other activities for community engagement and to gain comments from the public.  He asked if the city had any needs for future planning.  Councilor Maslakow suggested walking paths through town with benches and mileage markers.  Mayor Hollerich thanked them for attending.  
Unfinished Business
A.  Splash Pad Update 
The park board feels confident that funds can be raised to enhance the splash pad features and increase the size of the splash pad.  A fundraising meeting was held this morning with interested business and community members.  Mayor Hollerich noted that approximately $20,000 has already been raised and there is a goal of $34,000 more.  Councilor Warner suggested planting some trees nearby for shade.  Administrator Woodruff explained that if there is more in donations then the area will be enhanced.  Councilor Etherington asked if there was anything in the contracts to make sure the bathrooms are finished on time.  
New Business

A. Resolution 20-4-18 LED Lights for tanker
Administrator Woodruff explained the fire department is looking at options for fixing an electrical issue with the tanker.  They feel that replacing the lights with LED lights will help when the truck is idling.  They will save approximately $2,000 in installation costs by doing some of the work ourselves.  Councilor Warner moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 20-4-18 approving new LED lights for tanker.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Christian, Maslakow, Warner, and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  

B. Resolution 21-4-18 GIS Mapping Update
Administrator Woodruff explained that the city has a web based mapping system through Bolton & Menk that contains street and utility information.  It has not been updated in several years.  The last few projects will be digitized and they will print an updated paper utility map.  Staff does use the mapping system a lot.  
Councilor Christian moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adopt Resolution 21-4-18 approving update to GIS mapping system.  Roll call vote:  Aye: Christian, Maslakow, Warner, and Hollerich.  Nay:  Etherington.  Motion carried.  
C. Digital Speed Sign
A digital speed sign was discussed at a budget meeting and $5,000 was budgeted.  The All Traffic sign more heavy duty and they do have a contact person in Minnesota.  The sign will not be on a state highway due to permitting regulations.  There was a request to put them in.  Residents would be able to see that cars are not going as fast as they appear to be moving.  Council members questioned if it pays to purchase one if it cannot be put on a state highway.    
D. Day Care Loan Program and letter to day cares
Administrator Woodruff explained that the loan information will go out to currently licensed day cares.  She will also send out some information by email and Facebook. 

E. Handicapped Parking

Administrator Woodruff received a request for handicapped parking from a patron of Maggie J’s.  The spot would have to be on an end to use the curb cuts.  Administrator Woodruff has not talked to any of the affected businesses.  A van accessible spot would take up two of the spots near the corner.  It was the consensus of the council to discuss this with the businesses on the 200 block of Main Street East.  
Councilor Maslakow and Councilor Christian seconded to adjourn the meeting.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  Mayor Hollerich adjourned the meeting at 7:34 p.m.
