A.  Amboy police update
Mayor Hollerich reported that the police commission met to discuss providing police service to Amboy.  There will be a meeting with some representative from the Amboy city council this week.  If this proceeds, there will be a public hearing and brought to the council for approval.  
New Business

A. Resolution 10-04-19 Squad Car  
Police Chief Honsey explained that the lease on the 2014 will be up in May.  They will extend the lease for two months, but then it will need to be returned to the state.  Police Chief Honsey feels that the hybrid is a good choice due to the fuel savings.  The warranty on the hybrid components is for eight years of 100,000 miles, which would cover the time we would own the vehicle.  Mayor Hollerich felt that the fuel savings and the warranty makes the hybrid option look attractive.  Councilor Froehlich moved and Councilor Warner seconded to adopt Resolution 10-4-19 approving purchase of squad car in the amount of $33105.00.
