Community Comment

No one was present for Community Comment.    
Presentation:  M & M Insurance – Chad Ostermann
Chad Ostermann presented the city’s 2018 insurance renewal package.  Ostermann said overall as a city we are doing very well, he explained the rate changes from 2017. 

Ostermann touched base on the liquor liability insurance. Mayor Hollerich asked how long a claim would stay on our record. Ostermann replied with 5 years. 

Ostermann asked if we would waive excess umbrella liability limit $500,000 and buy an umbrella coverage of million dollars. Councilor Warner moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt the consent agenda as follows
Unfinished Business
A.  Winter’s Property 
The Council all agreed to not release Winters belongings back to her in fear she would put the belongings back into her yard. Winters has not followed the ordnance that was put in place. Along with countless notices from the City. The Council voted to carry on with disposing of her items. Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Warner seconded. 
New Business

A. Resolution 15-4-18 Adjusting Utility Rates
Mayor Hollerich and Administrator Woodruff talked about the council work shop and comments from the auditor. It is proposed to increase the water/sewer rate for Third Quarter in 2018. They pointed out the rate have not changed since 2008. The city would remove the storm sewer charge. Increase the outside sprinkler rates by 8% and charging a set cost for the Snow Birds of $18.92. Decrease the service fee to $3.00
Councilor Etherington    moved and Councilor Warner seconded to adopt Resolution 15-4-18 increasing utility rates.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Christian, Maslakow, Warner, and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  

B. Resolution 16-4-18 Replace Mower

Publie Works Chaffee presented to trade in the 2014 John Deere mower Z655 EzTrak, for a new Zero Turn mower. With trade in and update the cost of the new mowed $4,800. Councilor   Maslakow     moved and Councilor Christian  seconded to adopt Resolution 16-4-18 purchasing a John Deere 915E lawn mower with a power shute and tweel from Tri County Implement.  Roll call vote:  Aye: Christian, Maslakow, Warner, and Hollerich.  Nay:  Etherington.  Motion carried.  
C. Resolution 17-4-18 Accepting 5 year plan

Mayor Hollerich pointed out the 5 year plan is not set in stone changes could be made.  
Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Warner seconded to adopt Resolution 17-4-18 accepting five-year plan.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Christian, Maslakow, Warner, and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  
D. Resolution 18-4-18 Support New School

Mayor Hollerich would like the city of Mapleton to support the new school in the May 2018 referendum. Councilman Warner ask what is the size of the water and sewer main. He also asked if the main was able to maintain a new school and the fire station if there was a problem. Public works supervisor Chaffee replied that the main on first Ave was 8inches deep. There would be a new main put in by the new school. That will be no less than 6inches deep. Also asked was the city engineer involved with planning for the new school. In 2015 engineers from the city and school worked together to look at the water main and felt it was able to support a new school and Fire Station. The Council agreed to support the new referendum for the new school.  
Councilor Mayor Hollrich     moved and Councilor  Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 18-4-18 supporting the proposed new school building.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Christian, Maslakow, Warner, and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  
E. Resolution 19-4-18 Splash Pad and Bathrooms

The mayor stated that after the auditor's report and during the council workshop there had been discussion to use funds from the Municipal Liquor for a new splash pad and bathroom/shelter facility at Heritage Park.  He said the funds from the Municipal Liquor are to be used for the residents of this town.  During the workshop the council felt that a splash pad and new bathrooms would be a huge benefit for the community.  Mayor Hollerich mentioned there were several park board members present at the council meeting in support of the new splash pad and bathrooms.  Mayor Hollerich informed the council how successful the new ice rink was this year. If the splash pad is approved the ice rink might go in the new parking area. It is likely it could be bigger as people have requested. Members from the parks board presented the council with the bids with Flagship Recreation being the company they are requesting the council go with to build the Splash pad.   This company can offer more features for all ages of kids. Chaffee had prices for the bathrooms, concession stand,   black top for the parking lot and bringing water and sewer to the new bathrooms.   Also to remove the current bathrooms.   
Councilor Warner moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 19-4-18 approving new bathrooms, shelter and splash pad for Heritage Park.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Christian, Maslakow, Warner, and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried. 
F. Policy-Refuse and Recycling Containers

Administrator Woodruff reported the problems of people not bring in their containers. If this policy is adopt the city is going to apply a $10 charge for the first time and a $25 charge for the second. The notice will go out in the mass mailing in June and will be enforced September 1, 2018.  
Councilor Warner moved and Councilor Christian seconded to approve the refuse and recycling container policy.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  
Councilor Maslakow   and Councilor Christian seconded to adjourn the meeting.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  Mayor Hollerich adjourned the meeting at 8:22 p.m.
