Deputy Clerk Olsen reported on the following:

· Employee shortage – Have a resolution to hire a bartender

New Business

A. Resolution 12-4-17 Ceiling Fans for Fire Department 
The Fire Chief recommended adding three ceiling fans for ventilation in the barn.  There is also one fan in the meeting room that does not work.  Councilor Warner moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt Resolution 12-04-17 adding ceiling fans to the fire station at a cost of $1,586.35.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Christian, Maslakow, Warner and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  
B. Resolution 13-04-17 Replacing Tires on Pay loader
Hunter Chaffee explained that the pay loader does not have enough traction on the hills in winter.  Blue Earth County and the City of Mankato both recommended the larger tires for traction.  The pay loader is great for cul-de-sacs but it is hard to get back up the hill.  Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 13-04-17 purchasing four Michelin Snow Pros from Kaduce Tire and trade in the current tires.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Christian, Maslakow, Warner and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  
C. Resolution 14-04-17 Tractor 
Hunter Chaffee explained that the 4720 tractor is scheduled for replacement this year.  Both bids are for identical tractors.  The tractor is used primarily on sidewalk snow and mowing the EDA lots and around the pond.  Warranty work could be done at Kibble if purchased from Tri County.  Mayor Hollerich explained the importance of sticking to a replacement schedule so that everything doesn’t have to be replaced at once.  Mayor Hollerich moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 14-04-17 purchasing a 4066R tractor from Tri County Implement for $16,000.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Christian, Maslakow, Warner and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  
D. Update on Road Grader
Hunter Chaffee explained that late in snow season they discovered that it was no longer possible to lift the wing on the road grader. They did a pressure test and the pressure was low and there was low flow.  The hydraulic filter was replaced and that did not change the flow.  They sent the hydraulic fluid and filter in for testing.  It could be very expensive if the pump needs to be replaced since the transmission and hydraulic systems are tied together.  It is not looking very good as there were metal shavings in the fluid.  Chaffee explained that they are looking at options for replacement.  Parts for the old grader are an issue as they would have to search junkyards for a transmission.  The current grader will still grade the roads but something should be done before it snows in the fall.  Mayor Hollerich stated that due to replacement costs the grader was deferred a few years. Councilor Warner noted that after hearing the auditor’s report at the last council meeting, the city can afford to get something.  Mayor Hollerich explained that since the city planned well in the past, we can now afford to replace the grader.  
E. Resolution 15-04-17 Hiring Bartender  
Deputy Clerk Olsen explained that Laura Herzog worked as a bartender in the past and recommended her rehire.  Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Warner seconded to adopt Resolution 15-04-17 hiring Laura Herzog as a part time bartender.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Christian, Maslakow, Warner and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  
Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adjourn the meeting.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  Mayor Hollerich adjourned the meeting at 7:20 p.m.
