Unfinished Business

A. MNDOT Traffic Report 
When the new Casey’s building was built, there was concern about traffic accidents at the intersection of County Road 7 and Highway 22.  MNDOT did a study and they did not find evidence to reduce the speed limit.  Mayor Hollerich was glad that MNDOT did the study but was surprised that there were not more accidents at the intersection.  
B. Resolution 11-4-15 tile line along Highway 22

Administrator Woodruff reported that two other local contractors are not bidding on the project.  Engineer Sarff felt that the bid from Boening Brothers was a good bid and it came in under estimate.  He reiterated that MNDOT is supplying pipe for the section that is in the ditch.  Boening Brothers will have to work closely with Northwest Gas as there is a gas main in the ditch.  Everything else in the plans is the same as was discussed previously.  Engineer Sarff also noted that this portion of the project is on public right of way and will provide an outlet for storm drainage from several properties.  Mayor Hollerich felt that this is a good project as it will help with the wet ditch situation and help with drainage for All Pets and neighboring properties.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 11-4-15 accepting Boening Brothers bid to install tile line along Highway 22.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Treanor, Maslakow, and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Christian.  Motion carried.    

New Business

A. Cleaning – fire station – liquor store  

The person who was cleaning the Liquor Store, City Hall and the Fire Station quit suddenly.  Michelle Bammert expressed interest in cleaning the fire station.  Since she is a firefighter, she already has access to the building.  One extra cleaning per month at the fire station was added because it is needed.  Jan Massop had submitted a plan for cleaning at the Liquor Store and City Hall.  The plan includes increasing the cleaning to twice a week at the Liquor Store due to increased customer traffic.  Administrator Woodruff noted that we will be watching Jan’s hours so that she doesn’t go over a combined 40 hour total.  It was the consensus of the council to try this cleaning arrangement.  
B. Resolution   12-4-15 Gutter and Down Spouts Library       

Administrator Woodruff had contacted Ron Schultz because the library roof has not been completed yet.  Ron recommended new gutter and down spouts because he did not think that the current ones could attach to the steel shingles.  The council discussed a timeline for this project since it has been seven months and the library roof project has not started yet.  Administrator Woodruff explained that the grant expired and she wrote and explained that there was a delay.  The city has already paid for the steel shingles and supplied for the roof.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adopt Resolution 12-04-15 approving gutter and down spouts at the library and to finish the project by the end of May 2015.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Treanor, Maslakow, and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Christian.  Motion carried.  

Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adjourn the meeting.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  Mayor Hollerich adjourned the meeting at 7:24 p.m.
