Mayor Hollerich called the council meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers at the Mapleton Fire Station.

Pledge of Allegiance

All present stood and said the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

Agenda

Coleen Lindemann was added to Community Comment.
Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adopt the agenda with the addition.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

Community Comment

Coleen Lindemann invited all council members to the museum grand opening on June 11, 2015.  The committee is continuing to prepare for Town and Country Days.  Councilor Etherington asked about the $500 donation from Protein Sources for fireworks as a memorial for Keith Etherington.     
Quarterly Update:  Fire Chief Ben Froehlich  
Fire Chief Froehlich reported the following:
· The pumper truck was discussed
· Fundraising money from the Relief Association is being used to purchase a new thermal imaging camera along with a single use CO monitor.  They are also planning on purchasing a hydrolic cutter extraction tool as the old one does not cut the new cars.  

· An antiblast containment system is needed for filling the SCBA.  It will cost approximately $6,000.  Mayor Hollerich explained that this is a serious safety issue.  
· There have been 55 calls this year

· There is talk of doing a joint police and fire Facebook page

· The hog roast is coming up on June 13th and the dance on September 26th.

Unfinished Business

1.  Equipment Review
· Pickup and One-ton:  When the last vehicles were replaced, the council discussed trading them more often to get a better trade in value.  Mayor Hollerich noted that vehicles loose most of their value the first year and they drop in value considerably more on milage than on age.  As the pickup and one-ton are low mileage vehicles, he was comfortable with a ten year rotation.  It was the general consensus to start replacement discussions when the vehicles are ten years old.
· Gator:  There were previous discussion to trade in the 2008 gator next year.  Public Works staff would like to keep the gator and purchase an additional one.  The council did not feel a second gator was necessary as this one has a low amount of hours on it.  Mayor Hollerich noted that the softball and baseball organizations appreciate the gator for dragging the fields.  It was the general consensus to replace the gator when maintenance costs are too great.  

· Pay loader:  The 2012 pay loader will be paid for in 2019.  Sewer Operator Bartholomew has recommended trading it in 2020 and just keep going with the payments and keep a machine new.  Administrator Woodruff has not heard back from RDO on what the new estimated payments would be.  The council discussed that the pay loader will have approximately 1600 hours on it in 2020, based on it’s usage to date.  The council was not comfortable trading in such an expensive piece of equipment that has so few hours.  It was the general consensus to start looking at replacement after fifteen or twenty years.  

· Leaf vac:  The council felt this piece of equipment is a nice service for the community.  The council discussed the safety concerns about one person operating a piece of equipment designed for two person operation.  Councilor Treanor was more open to trade this piece of equipment because it is more popular with residents; need something better for one-person operation; and it isn’t terribly expensive.  It was the general consensus that two people need to operate the leaf vac and look at a one-person leaf vac to save labor costs.  

· Kubota mower:  The Kubota was purchased in 2013 and is scheduled for replacement in 2017.  Public works staff would like it replaced sooner.  It was the general consensus that this piece of equipment does get used a lot, but to keep the rotation as scheduled.     
New Business

A. Resolution 16-05-15 Striping Main Street Parking Stalls
Mayor Hollerich noted that this was discussed at the Public Works quarterly meeting as it makes the city look better if the stripes are painted.  Administrator Woodruff stated that WW Blacktopping did it last time and Loken has done it in the past.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt resolution 16-05-15 approving the quote of Peters Striping to stripe the Main Street parking stalls with four crosswalks and one handicap parking area.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Treanor, Maslakow, and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Christian.  Motion carried. 
B. Resolution 17-05-15 Pave Municipal Parking Lot

Deputy Clerk Olsen obtained a quote from Nielsen Blacktopping to install a concrete patio and replace the remaining blacktop on the south half of the lot.  Liquor Store funds have been set aside for several years for this project.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adopt Resolution 17-05-15 approving the quote of Nielsen Blacktopping at a quote of $23,793.00.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Treanor, Maslakow, and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Christian.  Motion carried.  
C. Lagoon Insurance

Mayor Hollerich noted that this was discussed at a pervious meeting as it is very costly to repair the lagoons should some sort of disaster occur.  The annual premium is only $588.60.  Administrator Woodruff reported that the repairs in 2010 to repair the storm damage to the lagoon cost approximately $23,000.  That particular event was reimbursed with FEMA money, but that may not be the case in the future.  Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to purchase the lagoon insurance.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.        
Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adjourn the meeting.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  Mayor Hollerich adjourned the meeting at 7:39 p.m.
