COUNCIL MINUTES

Tuesday, May 20, 2014

Members present:  Etherington, Christian, Treanor and Swanson.  Councilor Schultz arrived at 7:18.

Mayor Swanson called the council meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers at the Mapleton Fire Station.

Pledge of Allegiance

All present stood and said the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

Consent Agenda

Mayor Swanson expressed concern about the proximity of the new Watonwan Farm Service tanks to residential houses.  He asked if the tanks met safety regulations.  Administrator Woodruff will ask how safe they are and obtain more information.  

Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt the consent agenda as follows.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Councilor Schultz absent.  Motion carried.

Adopt Agenda

Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt the agenda.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Councilor Schultz absent.  Motion carried.
Community Comment

No one was present for community comment.    

Presentation – Dan Sarff Bolton & Menk

Engineer Sarff updated the council on the PFA sewer project.  The new lift station structure is in place and the manhole installed.  They are waiting for delivery of the new pumps and controls.  The line from Highway 22 to the lift station was upsized to a 24 inch pipe from the old 18 inch pipe.  The new force main was dug in across the fields.  One valve between the ponds was replaced with two remaining to replace.  The rip rap around the west ponds is in place.  The manholes across Duncanson’s property were sealed.  The manholes along Highway 22 still need to be sealed.  The sewer line on Eighth Ave NE will be replaced in the next couple of weeks.  The sewer lining for Central Ave S and Lincoln Street SE will take place later in the fall.  He is pleased with the progress and the quality of the work.  There is a pay estimate for council approval.  Mayor Swanson thanked him for his report.  
New Business

A. Resolution 22-05-14 Purchase mower and grass catcher 
Mayor Swanson noted that this lawn mower is on the replacement schedule.  Councilor Schultz thought the price was less than estimated.  Administrator Woodruff explained that a grass catcher was added to the John Deere and that Snell Power sports would not take a trade in of our current lawnmower.  Councilor Etherington felt that just because a piece of equipment is scheduled to be replaced, it does not mean that it needs to be replaced.  Councilor Christian asked if Kabota was contacted.  Administrator Woodruff explained that the current lawn mower is five years old and has 295 hours.  The replacement schedule was changed to trade in lawn mowers more often so that there is a better trade in value and less money spent on repairs.  Mayor Swanson stated that the rotation schedule was approved with the understanding that the council was going to stick to it now.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 22-05-14 approving purchase of John Deere Z655 Ez track mower with grass catcher for a net price of $4,350.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Schultz, Christian, Treanor and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  
B. Resolution 23-05-14 Draw Request      

Administrator Woodruff submitted the paperwork to the state to receive the PFA money.  After council approval, the city should receive the money.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt Resolution 23-05-14 approving draw request number one from Holtmeier Construction, Inc.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Schultz, Christian, Treanor and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  

C. Resolution 24-05-14 Tennis Court replace blacktop and repaint

Administrator Woodruff explained that last year one tennis court was repainted.  The blacktop on the other one was in too bad of shape and needs replacement.  The fence will be removed, the black top removed and replaced, painted and fence replaced.  There is a contract with the school for them to pay for half of the cost.  Administrator Woodruff has not heard back from the school yet.  Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Schultz seconded to adopt Resolution 24-05-14 approving tennis court resurface.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Schultz, Christian, Treanor and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  
D. Resolution 25-05-14 Crack Sealing

Councilor Schultz asked if $5,000 was budgeted.  Administrator Woodruff replied yes.  Administrator Woodruff noted that both companies have done crack sealing here in the past and we are pleased with both of them.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 25-05-14 approving the crack sealing quote from Glieden.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Schultz, Christian, Treanor and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  
E. Liquor Store open on Sunday

Administrator Woodruff explained that the Windmill Bar has closed.  Since there is nowhere to eat on Sundays, we are proposing to open the liquor store and serve food.  Staff is working on a brunch idea.  The bar will be open until 7 or 10 pm and would like to start the third Sunday in June.  Councilor Etherington was against being open on Sunday because he feels that people should not drink alcohol on Sunday.  
Councilor Treanor moved and Mayor Swanson seconded to open the bar on Sundays as a trial.  Aye:  Schultz, Christian, Treanor and Swanson.  Nay:  Etherington.  Motion carried.  
F. Resolution 26-5-14 Seal Coating

Administrator Woodruff noted that Wastewater Operator Bartholomew will sweep the rock afterwards, so the price will be less expensive.  Councilor Treanor asked if something can be done to patch the street in front of his house where the blacktop is breaking up.  Administrator Woodruff explained the seal coating is budgeted and is part of the four year schedule that Engineer Sarff put together.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 26-05-14 approving the quote from Pearson Brothers for seal coating.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Schultz, Christian, Treanor and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  

G. Two request for stop signs

A concerned citizen requested a stop sign at the corner of Maple Street and Smith Court.  Councilor Treanor has witnessed cars that do not slow down when approaching Smith Court from the north.  Councilor Christian moved and Councilor Treanor seconded to grant the request for a stop sign on Maple Street at the corner of Smith Court.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion Carried.  
Melissa and Willie Urban requested a stop sign on the corner of Borchert Street SW and Third Ave SW to slow down the traffic on Borchert St.  Councilor Etherington noted that people do not stop for the stop signs on Borchert St.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Treanor seconded to grant the request for stop signs on Borchert St. SW at the intersection of Third Ave SW.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  

H. Personnel Policy mandatory changes by legislature

Administrator Woodruff the updates to the police reflect recent legislative changes.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to approve the personnel policy changes.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  
I. Highway 22 update  

Highway 22 north between Mapleton and Mankato will be seal coated in the next couple of days.  
Mayor Swanson adjourned the meeting at 8:04 p.m.
