Liquor Store 

Liquor Store Manager Johnson reported that the first beanbag tournament of the season was well attended.  The off sale coolers are reset which has increased craft beer sales.  She is working on a new summer lunch menu and getting ready for Town and Country Days.  Liquor Store Manager Johnson also wanted to clear up the rumor that the off sale is not moving to the Casey’s location.  Mayor Swanson asked about the beanbag tournament.  

Unfinished Business

A. EDA – land use of lots for sale

Administrator Woodruff reported that there are approximately nine acres of land that the city needs to take care of until the lots are sold.  Tracy Robbins is interested in renting for $2 per bale or a set fee.  If a lot is sold there would be short notice to cut the grass or loose the crop.  Mayor Swanson asked of Larry Caron was interested.  The EDA is not interested in a corn or beans crop.  They would prefer grass or alfalfa.  Administrator Woodruff suggested putting an ad in the paper.  It was the consensus of the council to advertise.  

New Business

A. Resolution 26-5-13 Chloride Borchert Rd  

Administrator Woodruff reported that Andy Walser has received the bid the last few years.  The city is not doing Eighth Ave NE because of the road construction.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt Resolution 26-5-13 approving the quote of Andy Walser to chloride Borchert Road.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Schultz, Christian, Treanor and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.    

B. Resolution 27-5-13 Crack Sealing

Mayor Swanson read the bids.  Administrator Woodruff noted that she also received a late quote from Bargan for $2.22 per pound.  Mayor Swanson noted this is important for the longevity of the roads.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 27-05-13 approving the quote of Glieden for crack sealing this year.  Aye:  Etherington, Schultz, Christian, Treanor and Swanson.  Motion carried.        

C. Resolution 28-5-13 Seal Coating 

Mayor Swanson read the quotes.  Councilor Schultz questioned how much was budgeted for this year.  Administrator Woodruff replied that $25,000 and a block was added that was not done last year.  Councilor Schultz asked if the public works department was fine with doing the sweeping afterward.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 28-5-13 approving the quote of Pearson Brothers for seal coating in 2013.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Schultz, Christian, Treanor and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  

D. Resolution 29-5-13 Library Summer help and job description

Administrator Woodruff and Librarian Bonnie Klein wrote the job description.  Bonnie Klein and Ceil Caldwell conducted the interviews yesterday.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt Resolution 29-5-13 hiring Caleb Krengel to work at the library this summer.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Schultz, Christian, Treanor and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  

E. Miscellaneous

· Plants were planted in the planter with the help of kids from school.  The plants were purchased from the Child Care Center fundraiser.
· Blue Earth County board approved the loan application of Dan Fitzsimmons.
· Tara Garbes from Homestead Realty is putting a billboard on the city lots that are for sale.
