B. Resolution 23-05-19 Crack Sealing-Mayor Hollerich Shared with the Council the city budgets for Crack Sealing this year is $5000. He stated working with Midwest Asphalt to crack seal for 2019 up to $5000.  Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt Resolution 23-05-19 approving Crack Sealing. C. Resolution 24-05-19 Recodify Code Book- Administrator Woodruff shared with the council our city code of ordinances was last updated in 2015. It will cost between $1,200 and $1,900 to update. Councilor Warner moved and Councilor Froehlich seconded to adopt Resolution 24-05-19 approving city code of ordinance.  Roll call vote:  Aye: Christian, Maslakow, Warner, Froehlich, and Hollerich. D. Resolution 25-05-19 Police Cell Phone- Chief Honsey explained to the council that a number of training he has attend have recommend that the police Dept. to have work phone separate from personal phone. Councilor A. Warner moved and Councilor Froehlich seconded to adopt Resolution 25-05-19 approving Police Cell Phones for full time officers. E. Resolution 26-05-19 Storm Line Smith Court- Administrator Woodruff explained to the council in 2018 we fixed one side of Smith Court from field tile to 6” PVC line. Property owners are having issued on the South side and that line needs to be replaced. Councilor Christian moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adopt Resolution 26-05-19 approving Baseball Fence.  Roll call vote:  Aye: Christian, Maslakow, Warner, Froehlich, and Hollerich.  Nay:  none. Motion carried.
F. Resolution 27-05-19 Park Benches- Administrator Woodruff shared with the council public work supervisor recommend replacing the wooden benches with aluminum benches and down size the amount of benches in the parks. Councilor Warner moved and Councilor Froehlich seconded to adopt Resolution 27-05-19 approving New Benches for the parks.  Roll call vote:  Aye: Christian, Maslakow, Warner, Froehlich, and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.
G. Resolution 28-05-19 Overlay on 1st Avenue SE- Mayor Hollerich explained to the council doing an overlay on 1st Avenue SE Street from Lincoln to Borchert. Supervisor Chaffee also recommended doing patch work on 2nd Avenue.  Councilor A. Warner moved and Councilor Froehlich seconded to adopt Resolution 28-05-19 approving Baseball Fence.  Roll call vote:  Aye: Maslakow, Warner, Froehlich, and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Absent: Christian.  Motion carried.
H. Resolution 29-05-19 Sidewalk Replacement-Mayor Hollerich explained to the council the city’s annual replacement for sidewalk up to $10,000.  Councilor A. Warner moved and Councilor Froehlich seconded to adopt Resolution 29-05-19 approving Sidewalk Repair.  Roll call vote:  Aye: Christian, Maslakow, Warner, Froehlich, and Hollerich.  Nay:  none. Motion carried.
